Department — Juvenile Institutions, for the period May 11, 2012 — May 10, 2013, in an amount not to exceed
$50,000; and, authorize the Chairperson to sign contingent upon the future adoption of the County FY 2012-13
Budget and the appropriate signatures being obtained.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION: Inyo County Probation applied for and received Youthful Offender Block
Grant (YOBG) for Fiscal Year 2011-12.  YOBG funding is “to be used to enhance the capacity of county
probation, mental health, drug and alcohol, and other county departments to provide appropriate rehabilitative
and supervision services to youthful offenders”. Numerous projects were funded with YOBG monies,
including $55,000 to contract with a mental health provider to enhance mental health services at the Inyo
County Juvenile Center. Specifically, the mental health provider would provide “medical” management, intake
assessment/management, behavior management consultation, in-service training, and would conduct juvenile
support and parent support groups. The YOBG Grant requires no match and “may be spent in other than the
fiscal year in which the funds were allocated”.

Dr. Keith Andersen is able to provide these special services to the Inyo County Probation Department.
Attached is the contract for your review. In summary, Dr. Andersen will be providing:

1. Medication Management — evaluate juveniles upon admission; when appropriate provide written
referrals; and, provide written progress updates.

2. Intake for Psychotropic Medication Assessment / Management — identify mental health
needs/concerns and provide information to the appropriate persons.

3. Behavior Management Consultation — provide consultation to Juvenile Center staff on an as needed
basis regarding behavioral recommendations or behavior management issues.

4. Juvenile and Parent Support Groups — to conduct monthly support group meetings.

5. In-Service Training — provide Juvenile Center staff with basic behavior management techniques.

Dr. Andersen will provide professional services at the rate of $100 per hour. Weekly billable hours shall not
exceed 10 hours per week without the explicit permission of the Director of Juvenile Institutions. Travel
time to and from the Juvenile Center will not be billed or reimbursable.

Dr. Andersen is a licensed Psychologist who has extensive experience working in secure detention
institutions. He has worked with the Probation Department for the last year providing professional services
within the Inyo County Juvenile Center. A renewal of his contract will provide efficiency and consistency to
a very important service to the County’s youth and families already in place at the Inyo County Juvenile
Center.

ALTERNATIVES: Your Board could choose not to approve the contract with Dr. Andersen; however, this is
not recommended. Dr. Andersen is qualified to provide the special services needed; his offices are located in
Bishop; and, YOBG funds will cover the cost of his services.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN COUNTY OF INYO
AND DR. KEITH ANDERSEN

FOR THE PROVISION OF _PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

INTRODUCTION

WHEREAS, the County of Inyo (hereinafter referred to as "County") may have the need for the
Professional services of Dr. Keith Andersen of Bishop, California

(hereinafter referred to as "Contractor"), and in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants, terms, and
conditions hereinafter contained, the parties hereby agree as foliows:

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. SCOPE OF WORK.

The Contractor shall fumish to the County, upon its request, those services and work set forth in
Attachment A, attached hereto and by reference incorporated herein. Requests by the County to the
Contractor to perform under this Agreement will be made by Mark Olsen whose
fitle is: Deputy Director of Juvenite Inslitutions . Requests to the Contractor for work or services to be
performed under this Agreement will be based upon the County's need for such services. The County
makes no guarantee or warranty, of any nature, that any minimum level or amount of services or work will be
requested of the Contractor by the County under this Agreement. County by this Agreement incurs no
obligation or requirement to request from Contractor the performance of any services or work at all, even if
County should have some need for such services or work during the term of this Agreement.

Services and work provided by the Contractor at the County's request under this Agreement will be
performed in a manner consistent with the requirements and standards established by applicable federal,
state, and County laws, ordinances, regulations, and resolutions. Such laws, ordinances, regulations, and
resolutions include, but are not limited to, those which are referred to in this Agreement.

2. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall be from May 11,2012 to May 10, 2013
unless sooner terminated as provided below.

3, CONSIDERATION.

A. Compensation. County shall pay to Contractor the sum of One Hundred
Dollars and _ne/100 cents ($_100.00 ) per hour (hereinafter
referred to as "hourly rate") for the services and work described in Attachment A which are performed by
Contractor at the County's request. Hours worked under the provisions of this Agreement in excess of forty
(40) hours per week will be paid at the hourly rate.

B. Travel and per diem. Contractor will not be paid or reimbursed for travel expenses or per
diem which Contractor incurs in providing services and work requested by County under this Agreement.

C. No additional consideration. Except as expressly provided in this Agreement, Contractor
shall not be entitied to, nor receive, from County, any additional consideration, compensation, salary,
wages, or other type of remuneration for services rendered under this Agreement. Specifically, Contractor
shall not be entitled, by virtue of this Agreement, to consideration in the form of overtime, health insurance
bensfits, retirement benefits, disability retirement benefits, sick leave, vacation time, paid holidays, or other
paid leaves of absence of any type or kind whatsoever.

D. Lirnit upon amount payable under Agreement. The total sum of all payments made by the
County to Contractor for services and work performed under this Agreement shall not exceed
Fifty thousand and no/100 Dollars (hereinafter referred to as “"contract limit"). County expressly
reserves the right to deny any payment or reimbursement requested by Contracter for services or work
performed which is in excess of the contract limit.

E. Billing and payment. Contractor shall submit to the County, once a month, an itemized
statement of all hours spent by Contractor in performing services and work described in Attachment A, which
were done at the County's request. This statement will be submitted to the County not later than the fifth
(5th) day of the month. The statement to be submitted will cover the period from the first (1st) day of the
preceding month through and including the last day of the preceding month. This statement will identify the
date on which the hours were worked and describe the nature of the work which was performed on each day.
Upon timely receipt of the statement by the fifth (5th) day of the month, County shall make payment to
Contractor on the last day of the month.

F. Federal and State taxes.

) Except as provided in subparagraph (2} below, County will not withhold any federal or state
income taxes or social security from any payments made by County to Contractor under the terms
and conditions of this Agreement.

{2} County will withhold California State income taxes from payments made under this
Agreement to non-Califomia resident independent contractors when it is anticipated that total annual
payments to Contractor under this Agreement will exceed one thousand four hundred ninety nine
dollars ($1,499.00).

{3) Except as set forth above, County has no obligation to withhold any taxes or payments from
sums paid by County to Contractor under this Agreement. Payment of all taxes and other
assessments on such sums is the sole responsibility of Contractor. County has no responsibility or
liability for payment of Contractor’s taxes or assessments.

{4} The total amounts paid by County to Contractor, and taxes withheld from payments to non-

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4. WORK SCHEDULE.

Contractor's obligation is to perform, in a timely manner, those services and work identified in
Attachment A which are requested by the County. I is understood by Contractor that the performance of
these services and work will require a varied schedule. Contractor will arrange hisfher own schedule, but will
coordinate with County to insure that all services and work requested by County under this Agreement will be
performed within the time frame set forth by County.

5. REQUIRED LICENSES, CERTIFICATES, AND PERMITS.

A. Any licenses, cerificates, or permits required by the federal, state, county, or municipal
governments for contractor to provide the services and work described in Attachment A must be procured by
Contractor and be valid at the time Contractor enters into this Agreement. Further, during the term of this
Agreement, Contractor must maintain such licenses, certificates, and permits in full force and effect.
Licenses, certificates, and permits may include, but are not limited to, driver's licenses, professional licenses
or certificates, and business licenses. Such licenses, certificates, and permits will be procured and
maintained in force by Contractor at no expense to the County. Contractor will provide County, upon
execution of this Agreement, with evidence of current and valid licenses, certificates and permits which are
required to perform the services identified in Attachment A. Where there is a dispute between Contractor
and County as to what licenses, certificates, and permits are required to perform the services identified in
Attachment A, County reserves the right to make such determinations for purposes of this Agreement,

B. Contractor warrants that it is not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment,
declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in covered transactions by any federal
department or agency. Contractor also warrants that it is not suspended or debarred from receiving
federal funds as listed in the List of Parties Excluded from Federal Procurement or Non-procurement
Programs issued by the General Services Administration available at: hitp://www.epls.gov.

6. OFFICE SPACE, SUPPLIES, EQUIPMENT, ETC.

Contractor shall provide such office space, supplies, equipment, vehicles, reference materials, and
telephone service as is necessary for Contractor to provide the services identified in Attachment A to this
Agreement. County is not obligated to reimburse or pay Contractor, for any expense or cost incurred by
Contractor in precuring or maintaining such items. Responsibility for the costs and expenses incurred by
Contractor in providing and maintaining such items is the sole responsibility and obligation of Contractor.

7. COUNTY PROPERTY.

A. Personal Property of County. Any personal property such as, but not limited to, protective or
safety devices, badges, identification cards, keys, etc. provided to Contractor by County pursuant to this
Agreement are, and at the termination of this Agreement remain, the sole and exclusive property of County.
Contractor will use reasonable care to protect, safeguard and maintain such items whiie they are in
Contractor's possession. Contractor will be financially responsible for any loss or damage to such items,
partial or total, which is the result of Contractor's negligence.

B. Products of Confractor's Work and Services. Any and all compositions, publications, plans,
designs, specifications, blueprints, maps, formulas, processes, photographs, slides, video tapes, computer
programs, computer disks, computer tapes, memory chips, soundtracks, audio recordings, films, audio-visual
presentations, exhibits, reports, studies, works of art, inventions, patents, trademarks, copyrights, or
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intellectual properties of any kind which are created, produced, assembled, compiled by, or are the result,
product, or manifestation of, Contractor's services or work under this Agreement are, and at the termination
of this Agreement remain, the sole and exclusive property of the County. At the termination of the
Agreement, Contractor will convey possession and title to all such properties to County.

8. WORKERS' COMPENSATION.

Contractor shall provide Statutory California Worker's Compensation coverage and Employer's
Liability coverage for not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence for all employees engaged in services or
operations under this Agreement. The County of Inyo, its agents, officers and employees shall be named as
additional insured or a waiver of subrogation shall be provided.

9. INSURANCE.

For the duration of this Agreement Contractor shall progure and maintain insurance of the scope
and amount specified in Attachment C and with the provisions specified in that attachment.

10, STATUS OF CONTRACTOR.

All acts of Contractor, its agents, officers, and employees, relating to the performance of this
Agreement, shall be performed as independent contractors, and not as agents, officers, or employees of
County. Contractor, by virtue of this Agreement, has no autherity to bind or incur any obligation on behalf of
County. Except as expressly provided in Attachment A, Contractor has no authority or responsibility to
exercise any rights or power vested in the County. No agent, officer, or employee of the County is to be
considered an employee of Contractor. It is understood by both Contractor and County that this Agreement
shall not under any circumstances be construed or considered to create an employer-employee relationship
or a joint venture. As an independent contractor:

A Contractor shall determine the method, details, and means of performing the work and
services to be provided by Contractor under this Agreement.

B. Contractor shall be responsible to County only for the requirements and results specified in
this Agreement, and except as expressly provided in this Agreement, shall not be subjected to County's
control with respect to the physical action or activities of Contractor in fulfilment of this Agreement.

C. Contractor, its agents, officers, and employees are, and at all times during the term of this
Agreement shall, represent and conduct themselves as independent contractors, and not as employees of
County.

n. DEFENSE AND INDEMNIFICATION.

Contractor shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmiess County, its agents, officers, and employees
from and against all claims, damages, losses, judgments, liabilities, expenses, and other costs, including
litigation costs and attorney's fees, arising out of, resulting from, or in connection with, the performance of
this Agreement by Contractor, or Contractor's agents, officers, or employees. Contractor's obligation to
defend, indemnify, and hold the County, its agents, officers, and employees harmless applies to any actual or
alleged personal injury, death, or damage or destruction to tangible or intangible property, including the loss
of use. Contractor's obligation under this paragraph extends to any claim, damage, loss, liability, expense, or
other costs which is caused in whole or in part by any act or omission of the Contractor, its
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agents, employees, supplier, or any one directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or anyone for whose
acts or omissions any of them may be liable.

Contractor's obligation to defend, indemnify, and hold the County, its agents, officers, and employees
harmless under the provisions of this paragraph is not limited to, or restricted by, any requirement in this
Agreement for Contractor to procure and maintain a policy of insurance.

To the extent permitted by law, County shall defend, indemnify, and hoid harmless Contractor, its
agents, officers, and employees from and against all claims, damages, losses, judgments, liabilities,
expenses, and other costs, including litigation costs and attorney's fees, arising out of, or resulting from, the
active negligence, or wrongful acts of County, its officers, or employees.

12, RECORDS AND AUDIT.

A Records. Contractor shall prepare and maintain all records required by the various
provisions of this Agreement, federal, state, and municipal iaw, ordinances, regulations, and directions.
Contractor shall maintain these records for a minimum of four (4) years from the termination or completion of
this Agreement. Contractor may fulfill its obligation to maintain records as required by this paragraph by
substitute photographs, microphotographs, or other authentic reproduction of such records.

B. Inspections and Audits. Any authorized representative of County shall have access to any
books, documents, papers, records, including, but not limited to, financial records of Contractor, which
County determines to be pertinent to this Agreement, for the purposes of making audit, evaluation,
examination, excerpts, and transcripts during the period such records are to be maintained by Contractor.
Further, County has the right, at all reasonable times, to audit, inspect, or otherwise evaluate the work
performed or being performed under this Agreement.

13. NONDISCRIMINATION.

During the performance of this Agreement, Contractor, its agents, officers, and employees shall not
unlawfully discriminate in violation of any federal, state, or local law, against any employee, or applicant for
employment, or person receiving services under this Agreement, because of race, religion, color, national
origin, ancestry, physical handicap, medical condition, marital status, age, or sex. Contractor and its agents,
officers, and employees shall comply with the provisions of the Fair Employment and Housing Act
(Government Code section 12900, et seq.), and the applicable reguiations promulgated thereunder in the
California Code of Regulations. Contractor shall also abide by the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1864 (P.L. 88-
352) and all amendments thereto, and all administrative ruies and regulations issued pursuant to said act.

14. CANCELLATION.

This Agreement may be canceled by County without cause, and at will, for any reason by giving to
Contractor thirty (30) days written notice of such intent to cancel. Contractor may cancel this Agreement
without cause, and at will, for any reason whatsoever by giving thirty (30) days written notice of such intent to
cancel to County.

15. ASSIGNMENT.

This is an agreement for the services of Contractor. County has relied upon the skills, knowledge,
experience, and training of Contractor as an inducement to enter into this Agreement. Contractor shall not
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assign or subcontract this Agreement, or any part of it, without the express written consent of County.
Further, Contractor shall not assign any monies due or to become due under this Agreement without the prior
written consent of County.

16. DEFAULT.

If the Contractor abandons the work, or fails to proceed with the work and services requested by
County in a timely manner, or fails in any way as required to conduct the work and services as required by
County, County may declare the Contractor in default and terminate this Agreement upon five (5) days written
notice to Contractor. Upon such termination by default, County will pay to Contractor all amounts owing to
Contractor for services and work satisfactorily performed to the date of termination.

17. WAIVER OF DEFAULT.

Waiver of any default by either party to this Agreement shall not be deemed to be waiver of any
subsequent default. Waiver or breach of any provision of this Agreement shall not be deemed to be a waiver
of any other or subsequent breach, and shall not be construed to be a modification of the terms of this
Agreement unless this Agreement is medified as provided in paragraph twenty-four (24) below.

18. CONFIDENTIALITY.

Contractor agrees to comply with the various provisions of the federal, state, and county laws,
regulations, and ordinances providing that information and records kept, maintained, or accessible by
Contractor in the course of providing services and work under this Agreement, shall be privileged, restricted,
or confidential. Contractor agrees to keep confidential all such infermation and records. Disclosure of such
confidential, privileged, or protected information shall be made by Contractor only with the express written
consent of the County.

19. CONFLICTS.

Contractor agrees that it has no interest, and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, which
would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the work and services under this Agreement.

20, POST AGREEMENT COVENANT.

Contractor agrees not to use any confidential, protected, or privileged information which is gained
from the County in the course of providing services and work under this Agreement, for any personal benefit,
gain, or enhancement. Further, Contractor agrees for a period of two years after the termination of this
Agreement, not to seek or accept any employment with any entity, association, corporation, or person who,
during the term of this Agreement, has had an adverse or conflicting interest with the County, or who has
been an adverse party in litigation with the County, and concerning such, Contractor by virtue of this
Agreement has gained access to the County’s confidential, privileged, protected, or proprietary information.

21, SEVERABILITY.

if any portion of this Agreement or application thereof to any person or circumstance shall be
declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, or if it is found in contravention of any federal, state, or
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county statute, ordinance, or regulation, the remaining provisions of this Agreement, or the application
thereof, shall not be invalidated thereby, and shall remain in full force and effect to the extent that the
provisions of this Agreement are severable.

22, FUNDING LIMITATION.

The ability of County to enter this Agreement is based upon available funding from various sources.
in the event that such funding fails, is reduced, or is modified, from one or more sources, County has the
option to cancel, reduce, or modify this Agreement, or any of its terms within ten (10) days of its notifying
Contractor of the cancellation, reduction, or modification of available funding. Any reduction or modification
of this Agreement made pursuant to this provision must comply with the requirements of paragraph twenty-
four {24) (Amengment).

23. ATTORNEY'S FEES.

If either of the parties hereto brings an action or proceeding against the other, including, but not
limited to, an action to enforce or declare the cancellation, termination, or revision of the Agreement, the
prevailing party in such action or proceeding shall be entitled to receive from the other party all reasonable
attomey's fees and costs incurred in connection therewith.

24, AMENDMENT.

This Agreement may be modified, amended, changed, added to, or subtracted from, by the mutual
consent of the parties hereto, if such amendment or change is in written form and executed with the same
formalities as this Agreement, and attached to the original Agreement to maintain continuity.

SCOPE OF WORK:

MEDICATION MANAGEMENT - Contractor will evaluate juveniles upon admission and when appropriate provide written referral for
psychotropic medication evaluation to Inyo County Health and Human Services Department Psychiatrist, Inye County Juvenile Probation
Officer and Juvenile Center files. Contractor will evaluate all juveniles receiving psychotropic medications to determine efficacy and possible
medication side effects and provide written progress updates to the Inyo County Health and Human Services Psychiatrist, Inyo County Juvenile
Probation Officer and Juvenile Center files.

INTAKE ASSESSMENT/MANAGEMENT - Contractor to complete an Intake Assessment identifying the mental health needs/concerns of newly
admitted juveniles and provide written information to the Judge assigned to juvenile matters with Inyo County Superior Court, Inyo County
Juvenile Probation Department and Juvenile Center files. Intake Assessment information shall include information to assist the court with
Detention Hearings, assist Juvenile Center staff in programming the juvenite, provide relevant information to the juvenile's probation officer
and provide preliminary discharge recommendations.

BEHAVIOR MANAGEMENT CONSULTATION - Contractor will provide consultation to Juvenile Center staff on an as needed basis regarding
behavioral recommendations for juveniles with a psychiatric diagnosis or behavior management issues.

JUVENILE SUPPORT GROUP - Contractor to conduct a Juvenile Support Group monthly. The goal of the program will be to provide discharged
juveniles who are currently mandated to probation services with support, guidance and encouragement to satisfactorily complete their
probation requirements and maintain behavioral gains and success achieved at the Juvenile Center.

PARENT SUPPORT GROUP - Contractor to conduct a Parent Support Group monthly. The goal of the program will be to provide parents with
behavioral management technigues to assist in maintaining the juvenile’s behavioral gains and success achieved at the Juvenile Center.
Specific behavioral interventions will include teaching effective compliance procedures, positive reinforcement of the juvenile’s appropriate
behaviors and crisis intervention procedures.

IN-SERVICE TRAINING - Contractor will provide Juvenile Center staff with basic behavior management techniques to assist with behavioral
programming of juveniles as requested by the Inyo County Director of Juvenile Institutions.

Weekly billable hours shall not exceed ten {10) hours per week without the explicit permission of the Deputy Director of Juvenile Institutions.

Insurance Requirements for Professional Services

Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of the contract insurance against claims
for injuries to persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with the
performance of the work hereunder by the Consultant, its agents, representatives, or employees.

MINIMUM SCOPE AND LIMIT OF INSURANCE
Coverage shall be at least as broad as:

1. Commercial General Liability (CGL): Insurance Services Office Form CG 00
01 covering CGL on an “occurrence” basis for bodily injury and property damage,
including products-completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury,
with limits no less than $1,000,000 per cccurrence. If a general aggregate limit
applies, either the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to this
project/location or the general aggregate limit shall be twice the required
occurrence limit.

2. Automobile Liability: Insurance Services Office Form Number CA 0001
covering, Code 1 (any auto), or if Consultant has no owned autos, Code 8 (hired)
and 9 (non-owned), with limit no less than $500,000 per accident for bodily injury
and property damage.

3. Workers’ Compensation insurance as required by the State of California, with
Statutory Limits, and Employer’s Liability Insurance with limit of no less than
$1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury or disease.

(Not required if consultant provides written verification it has no
employees)
1. Professional Liability (Errors and Omissions) Insurance appropriates to the Consultant’s
profession, with limit no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence or claim.

If the Consultant maintains higher limits than the minimums shown above, the Entity requires
and shall be entitled to coverage for the higher limits maintained by the contractor.

Other Insurance Provisions
The insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions:

Additional Insured Status

The Entity, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be
covered as additional insureds on the auto policy with respect to liability
arising out of automobiles owned, leased, hired or borrowed by or on behalf of
the Consultant; and on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work
or operations performed by or on behalf of the Consultant including materials,
parts, or equipment furnished in connection with such work or operations.
General liability coverage can be provided in the form of an endorsement to the
Consultant's insurance (at least as broad as ISO Form GG 20 10, 11 85 or both
CG 20 10 and CG 23 37 forms if later revisions used).




Primary Coverage

For any claims related to this contract, the Consultant’s insurance coverage
shall be primary insurance as respects the Entity, its officers, officials,
employees, and volunteers. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the
Entity, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be excess of the
Consultant’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.

Notice of Cancellation
Each insurance policy required above shall state that coverage shall not be
canceled, except with notice to the Entity.

Waiver of Subrogation
Consultant hereby grants to Entity a waiver of any right to subrogation which any insurer of said
Consultant may acquire against the Entity by virtue of the payment of any loss under such
insurance. Consultant agrees to obtain any endorsement that may be necessary to effect this
waiver of subrogation, but this provision applies regardless of whether or not the Entity has
received a waiver of subrogation endorsement from the insurer.

Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved by
the Entity. The Entity may require the Consultant to provide proof of ability to pay
losses and related investigations, claim administration, and defense expenses
within the retention.

Acceptability of Insurers
Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best's rating of no less
than A:VII, unless otherwise acceptable to the Entity.

Claims Made Policies
If any of the required policies provide coverage on a claims-made basis:

1. The Retroactive Date must be shown and must be before the date of the contract
or the beginning of contract work.

2. Insurance must be maintained and evidence of insurance must be provided for
at least five (5) years after completion of the contract of work.

3. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and not replaced with another claims-
made policy form with a Retroactive Date prior to the contract effective date,
the Consultant must purchase “extended reporting” coverage for a minimum of
five (5) years after completion of contract work.

Verification of Coverage

Consultant shall furnish the Entity with original certificates and amendatory
endorsements or copies of the applicable policy language effecting coverage
required by this clause. All certificates and endorsements are to be received and
approved by the Entity before work commences. However, failure to obtain the
required documents prior to the work beginning shall not waive the Consultant's
obligation to provide them. The Entity reserves the right to require complete,
certified copies of all required insurance policies, including endorsements
required by these specifications, at any time.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

Through the years, Inyo County has entered into a series of agreements with the Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) for various navigation, communications and weather aids for the Eastern Sierra Regional
Airport. These agreements going back to at least 1977, have been specific for each aid installed at the airport
and have been specific with the property descriptions of the area to be occupied by the facility. These
agreements have been amended through the years to expand the area to be served or to extend the expiration
date. The FAA has proposed a new Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) to replace the three existing or
previous agreements, (DTFA08-85-L-11436 (RCAG), DTFA08-92-L-14068 (VOR), and DTFAWP-06-A-0005
(LDA/DME). On June 21, 2011 your Board approved a new Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) to replace 3
existing or previous agreements. That proposed agreement was not as specific as previous agreements in that it
included the facilities as FAA owned navigation, communication and weather aid facilities and locations are
indicated as being as mutually agreed upon. The proposed agreement included rights of way for access,
utilities, right to grade, drain and alter. The agreement also included parking at no cost. There was to be no |
monetary consideration for either party. The facilities are on the current airport layout plan. The proposed
agreement indicated that the term commenced on October 1, 2008 and would terminate on June 30, 2024.

There had been debate about provisions in the MOA and some were modified, when that agreement was
submitted to the FAA for signature, they indicated that Section 6 was not correct, and that they would not sign.
There has been on going discussion between the parties since that time, and the FAA has finally recognized our
concern and have agreed upon the new language. The FAA also indicated that they had inadvertently left out
some language in Section 9, which now has been included and also approved by our county counsel. As
mentioned in the prior agenda item, the FAA has indicated that grant funding for the airport might be in
jeopardy if the MOA is not approved.

ALTERNATIVES:

The Board could direct revisions to the agreement.

The Board could not approve the agreement. This is not recommended because grant funding at the Eastern
Sierra Regional Airport might be jeopardized.

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the parties listed above have entered into an Airport Improvement Grant
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the parties listed above have entered into an agreement providing for the
construction, operation, and maintenance of FAA owned navigation, communication and
weather aids for the support of Air Traffic Operations; and

WHEREAS, the parties consider it desirable to work in cooperation with each other in
the technical installation and operation of air navigational aids; and

WHEREAS, both parties agreed the establishment, operation, and maintenance of
systems for air traffic control, navigation, communication, and weather reporting is in the
primary interest of safety and direct support of the ongoing operation of the EASTERN
SIERRA REGIONAL AIRPORT; and

WHEREAS, the County of Inyo has a 50 year lease (BL No. 120) with the City of Los
Angeles, Department of Water and Power (LADWP) for a certain real property for the
operation of Eastern Sierra Regional Airport (ESRA), located at City of Bishop, County
of Inyo, California; and

WHEREAS, the County of Inyo has a 5-year License Agreement with LADWP (LA No.
841} for the use of approximately additional 2.45 acres of land for the purpose of airport
improvement.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties mutually agree as follows:

1. TERMS AND CONDITIONS (Jan 12):

It is mutually understood and agreed that the Airport requires FAA navigation aid
facilities in order to operate their business and that the FAA requires navigation,
communication and weather aid facilities at the Airport in order to support Air Traffic

Operations. Thus, in the interest of both parties it is hereby agreed that the Airport will
allow the FAA to construct, operate, and maintain FAA owned navigation,
communication and weather aid facilities in areas on the Airport that have been mutually
determined and agreed upon for the term commencing on October 1, 2005 and
continuing through 09/30/2025. The FAA can terminate this agreement, in whole or part
at any time by giving at least (60) day’s notice in writing. Said notice shall be sent by
certified or registered mail.

A. Together with a right-of-way for ingress to and egress from the premises; a right-of-
way for establishing and maintaining pole lines or under ground lines for extending
electrical power and/or telecommunications lines to the premises; including a right-of-
way for subsurface power, communication and/or water lines to the premises; all rights-
of-way to be over the arca referred to as EASTERN SIERRA REGIONAL AIRPORT, to
be routed reasonably determined to be the most convenient to the FAA and as not to
interfere with Airport operations. The Airport shall have the right to review and
comment on plans covering access and utility rights-of-way under this paragraph.

B. And the right to grading, conditioning, and installing drainage facilities,
seeding the soil of the premises, and removing all obstructions from the premises which
may constitute a hindrance to the establishment and maintenance of navigational aid
systems. The Airport shall have the right to review and comment on plans covering work
permitted under this paragraph.

C. And the rights to make alterations, attach fixtures, and erect additions,
structures or signs, in direct support of the Airport. The Airport shall have the right to
review and comment on plans covering work permitted under this paragraph.

D. And the right to park, without cost, all official and privately owned vehicles
used for the maintenance and operation of the air navigational facilities. Parking shall be
provided adjacent to the navigational aid facility or as near as possible without interfering
with the operation of the Airport.

2. CONSIDERATION (Aug- 02):

The FAA shall pay the Airport no monetary consideration, it being mutually agreed that
the rights extended to the FAA herein are in consideration of the obligations assumed by
the FAA in its establishment, operation, and maintenance of navigational aid facilities
upon the premises.

3. PURPOSE (Apr-05);

Tt is understood and agreed that the use of the herein described premises, known as
EASTERN SIERRA REGIONAL AIRPORT, shall be related to the FAA’s activities in

support of Air Traffic operations.

Title to the improvements constructed for use by the FAA during the life of this
agreement shall be in the name of the FAA.

6. HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE CONTAMINATION :

The FAA agrees to remediate, at its sole cost, all hazardous substance contamination on
the FAA facility premises that is found to have occurred as a direct result of the
installation, operation, relocation and/or maintenance of the FAA’s facilities covered by
this agreement. The Airport agrees to remediate or seek the remediation of any and ail
other hazardous substance contamination found on the FAA facility premises, without
recourse against the FAA. The Airport agrees to save and hold harmless the FAA for any
and all costs, liabilities, and/or claims by third parties that arise

out of the hazardous contamination found on the FAA facility premises and

caused by the County.

7. INTERFERENCE WITH FAA OPERATIONS (Oct-96):

The Airport agrees not to erect or allow to be erected any structure or obstruction of
whatsoever kind or nature within the Airport’s boundaries that may interfere with the
proper operation of the navigational aid facilities installed by the FAA, as it is not in the
best interest of the Airport or the FAA.

8. FUNDING RESPONSIBILITY FOR FAA FACILITIES (Oc¢ct-96):

The Airport agrees that any relocation, replacement, or modification of any existing or
future FAA’s navigational aid systems made necessary by Airport improvements or
changes, which interferes with the technical and/or operational characteristics of the
facility, will be at the expense of the Airport, with the exception of any such
improvements or changes which are made at the request of the FAA. In the event such
relocations, replacements, or modifications are necessary due to causes not attributable to
either the Airport or the FAA, funding responsibility shall be determined by mutual
agreement between the parties.

NOW, THEREFORE, COUNTY and CONTRACTOR, for good and valuable consideration, and
in consideration of the premises and representations set forth herein, do hereby enter into this
Agreement which specifies the terms and conditions by which COUNTY shall procure services from
CONTRACTOR for support of the COUNTY Cost Accounting Management System (CAMS).

Section 1

DEFINITIONS

1.1 "CAMS" shall mean the Cost Accounting Management System developed by the
CONTRACTOR for the Inyo County Department of Public Works.

1.2 "Confidential Information" shall mean private information of COUNTY personnel files or
other files which if disclosed to a third party could result in a compromise of the interests of the




COUNTY or its personnel.

1.3 "CONTRACTOR" shall mean Cascade Sofiware Systems, Inc.

1.4 "COUNTY" shall mean the County of Inyo.

1.5 "Minor Problem" shall mean any programming defect, error, failure, bug, any other
malfunction in CAMS or any training problem that prevents it from operating in conformance with
original System Specifications and which, if not corrected within thirty (30) working days, will cause
COUNTY to incur additional costs or work not previously anticipated.

1.6 "Major Problem" shall mean any programming defect, error, failure, bug, any other
malfunction in CAMS or any training problem that prevents it from operating in conformance with
original System Specifications and which, if not corrected within forty-eight (48) hours, excluding
weekends and holidays, will cause COUNTY to incur additional costs or work not previously
anticipated.

Section 2
SCOPE OF WORK
2.1 Nature of Work

The work covered by this Agreement includes, but is not limited to, technical systems analysis,
program development, preparation, unit and systems testing, data communications, project
consultation, documentation, training, and status reporting for CAMS.
2,2 CAMS Maintenance

CONTRACTOR shall provide CAMS Maintenance as follows:

2.2.1 Introduction

CONTRACTOR will maintain the now current version of the CAMS plus any and all Contractor
revisions and modifications implemented with COUNTY approval. During the term of this
Agreement, CONTRACTOR will correct any programming or design defects, errors, failures, bugs,
and any and all other malfunctions or any training problems in CAMS that prevents it from operating
in conformance with the original System Specifications.

2.2.2 Notification and Determination of Problem Magnitude

COUNTY will notify CONTRACTOR of any problem with CAMS that prevents it from
performing accordant to original System Specifications. A telephone call, fax message, or written
notice from COUNTY Project Manager or designee shall serve as such notification.
CONTRACTOR is to provide telephone response to such notification within forty-eight {48) normal
business hours (8:00 am. - 5:00 p.m.). During CONTRACTOR telephone response, COUNTY
Project Manager or designee, in consultation with CONTRACTOR, shall determine the magnitude
of the problem and whether it falls under Subsection 1.5 ("Minor Problem") or 1.6 ("Major
Problem").

2.2.3 Performance Effort for Minor and Major Problem

CONTRACTOR will provide a resolution plan within forty-eight (48) normal business hours
(8:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.), excluding weekends and holidays, of determination of problem magnitude.
Resolution plan shall include CONTRACTOR's estimate of when and how problem will be resolved.
If COUNTY Project Manager or designee agrees with CONTRACTOR s resolution plan, COUNTY
Project Manager or designee shall provide verbal notice to CONTRACTOR of acceptance of
resolution plan to be, optionally, followed by a written notice. Resolution plan shall provide for
CONTRACTOR to remedy Minor Problem within thirty (30) days and major problems within forty-
eight (48) hours.




2.3 CAMS System Services
CONTRACTOR shall provide CAMS System Services, including program additions,
modifications or other changes, as requested by COUNTY. All requests shall be in writing and shall
define CONTRACTOR services requested. Such services shall include provisions for
CONTRACTOR to add additional accounting functions, to remove software, or describe and
document any and all CONTRACTOR installed improvements in CAMS. COUNTY and
CONTRACTOR shall mutually agree in writing on a schedule and cost of such services, plus any
annual maintenance costs resulting from such services.
2.4 Telephone Support
COUNTY may during normal business hours (8:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.) of CONTRACTOR, obtain
telephone consultation covering the use of CAMS.
CONTRACTOR reserves the right to limit such non-billable telephone consultation to COUNTY to
no more that one hour per week.

Section 3
AMENDMENTS AND MODIFICATIONS

Any changes to this Agreement requested either by COUNTY or CONTRACTOR may be
effected if mutually agreed upon in writing by COUNTY's Project Manager and CONTRACTOR's
Representative.

Section 4
PAYMENTS
4.1 CAMS Maintenance

COUNTY shall pay to CONTRACTOR, subject to COUNTY receiving a valid annual invoice
from CONTRACTOR, commencing on July 1, 2012, a fee for a total of $ 7,644.00. COUNTY and
CONTRACTOR have agreed that the rates to be charged by CONTRACTOR for performing such
services are those as set forth in Attachment A hereto. In addition CONTRACTOR will perform all
System Updates Installation services for COUNTY in exchange for the fee specified by Attachment
B hereto.
4.2 CAMS Systems Services

COUNTY shall pay CONTRACTOR the annual maximum not-to-exceed amount of up to $
1,500.00 for all services performed under Subsection 2.3 of this Agreement. Payment will be made
upon receipt of valid invoice specifying the services provided, dates of services, labor hours required,
and the rate per labor hour. System Services invoices shall be reviewed and approved by the
designated Project Manager.
4.3 AGREEMENT Total Not To Exceed Amount

The total amount paid to CONTRACTOR shall not exceed:

CAMS Administrative Expenses (4.4) $ 0.00
Total Not to Exceed Amount $12,390.59

4.5 Federal and State Taxes
45,1 Except as provided in subparagraph 4.5.2 below, COUNTY will not withhold any federal




or state income taxes or social security from any payments made by COUNTY to CONTRACTOR
under the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

4.5.2 COUNTY will withhold California State income taxes from payments made under this
Agreement to non-California resident independent contractors when it is anticipated that total
annual payments to CONTRACTOR under this Agreement for services rendered by CONTRACTOR
inside of California will exceed one thousand four hundred ninety-nine dollars ($ 1,499.00).
Services provided by Contractor outside California will not be subject to California State income tax
withholdings.

4.5.3 Except as set forth above, COUNTY has not obligation to withhold any taxes or payments
from sums paid by COUNTY to CONTRACTOR under this Agreement. Payment of all taxes and
other assessments on such sums is the sole responsibility of CONTRACTOR. COUNTY has no
responsibility or liability for payment of CONTRACTOR’s taxes or assessments.

4.5.4 The total amounts paid by COUNTY to CONTRACTOR, and taxes withheld from
payments to non-California residents, if any, will be reported to the Internal Revenue Service and the
California State Franchise Tax Board. To facilitate this reporting, CONTRACTOR shall complete
and submit to the COUNTY an Internal Revenue Service (IRS) Form W-9, upon executing this
Agreement.

4,6 Invoices and Prompt Payment Due

Payment will be made to CONTRACTOR within thirty (30) days after COUNTY receipt: of a
valid annual invoice for CAMS Maintenance; or, of a valid invoice for CAMS System Services;
or, of a valid invoice for CAMS Expenses. Invoices shall be sent to:

Section 5
PROJECT MANAGEMENT AND REPORTING
5.1 COUNTY Project Manager

Upon execution of this Agreement, COUNTY shall appoint the Inyo County Road Department
Fiscal Supervisor as the Project Manager. The Contractor shall appoint Aad F. Alkemade as the
Contractors' Project Manager. The Contractors' Project Manager shall not be changed without the
prior written consent of the County.

Section 6

TERM AND TERMINATION

6.1. This Agreement shall commence on the date first written above and shall continue for one year
thereafter. CONTRACTOR will submit a written renewal notice to COUNTY with updated Rates
for Subsection 4.1 "CAMS Maintenance" not later than 60 days prior to the anniversary date.

6.2 Either party may terminate this Agreement upon the occurrence of a material breach hereof by
the other party, which material breach has not been cured within thirty (30) working days after
receipt of written notice thereof by the breaching party from the other.




Section 7

INDEMNIFICATION AND LIABILITY

7.1 If any claim is asserted or action or proceeding is brought against the COUNTY which alleges
that all or any part of CAMS Maintenance and CAMS System Services made or supplied by
CONTRACTOR, for the COUNTY's use thereof, infringes or misappropriates any United States
copyright or patent, or any trade secret, contract, license, grant or other proprietary right, the
COUNTY shall give CONTRACTOR prompt written notice thereof, CONTRACTOR shall defend
any such claim or action with counsel of the COUNTY's choice and at CONTRACTOR's expense
and shall indemnify the COUNTY for any costs, including reasonable attorney's fees, and damages
actually incurred by the COUNTY in connection therewith.

7.2 CONTRACTOR agrees to indemnify, save, hold harmless, and at COUNTY's request, defend
the COUNTY, its officers, agents, and employees from any and all costs and expenses, damages,
liabilities, claims, and losses occurring or resulting to COUNTY in connection with the performance,
or failure to perform, by CONTRACTOR, its officers, agents, or employees under this Agreement.

Section 8

INSURANCE

8.1 CONTRACTOR, at its sole expense, shall maintain in full force and effect the following
insurance policies throughout the term of this Agreement:

8.2 Comprehensive General Liability Insurance policy (the "Policy") in the face insurable amount of
no less than one million dollars ($1,000,000.00), covering any and all possible insurable claims
which can or may arise from this Agreement, including, but not limited to, infringements and trade
secret claims, breach of warranty claims, breach of contract claims, third-party claims, inability to
perform and force majeure, bodily injury, accidental death and property damage and similar matters,
and may be in the form of a combined single limit policy.

8.3 Workers Compensation insurance in accordance with the State of California Labor Code.

Section 9

SECURITY COMPLIANCE

9.1 CONTRACTOR shall not disclose or use any COUNTY Confidential Information provided by
COUNTY except as required in and by the terms of this Agreement. CONTRACTOR shall
safeguard any COUNTY property used during the duration of this agreement.

9.2 CONTRACTOR and COUNTY shall take all reasonable precautions to prevent such disclosure
or use of any such Confidential Information.

9.3 Within seven (7) days of expiration or termination of this Agreement, as provided herein,
CONTRACTOR shall return to the COUNTY at the address given, all Confidential Information, or
property, embodied in written, magnetic or other form and any other property belonging to the
COUNTY.

Section 10

ENTIRE AGREEMENT

10.1 This agreement constitutes the entire understanding of the parties hereto and supersedes any
and all prior or contemporaneous representations or agreements, whether written or oral, between the
parties, and cannot be changed or modified unless in writing and signed by all parties hereto.




Section 11
ENFORCEMENT

11.1 This Agreement shall be interpreted and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of
California and all clauses, including "Whereas"” and "Definitions", shall be given operative effect.

Section 12
INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

In performance of the work, duties, and obligations assumed by CONTRACTOR under this
Agreement, it is mutually understood and agreed that CONTRACTOR, including any and all of
CONTRACTOR'S officers, agents, and employees will at all times be acting and performing as an
independent capacity and not as an officer or agent of the COUNTY.

Section 13
WAIVER

No term or provision hereof shall be deemed waived and no breach excused unless such waiver or
consent shall be in writing and signed by the party claimed to have so waived or consented. Failure
of COUNTY to enforce at any time, or from time-to-time, any provision of this Agreement shall not
be construed as a waiver thereof.

Section 14

SEVERABILITY
If any part of this Agreement is found violative of any law or is found to be otherwise legally

defective, this Agreement shall be construed and interpreted without reference to any such part.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

We are seeking to provide employees with a new choice for retirement savings by adding ICMA-RC to the list
of investment advisor-brokers. ICMA-RC is an independent, non-profit organization whose sole mission is to
help public sector employees build retirement security. It is a well-established organization that manages over
$38 billion in assets. Since it is a non-profit organization, investment fees are expected to be lower. Of course,
PERS also specialized in public sector employee retirement savings plans, but ICMA-RC is a good alternative
for those employees who would rather not have their retirement savings in the same basket as their pension.

The two plans that are being requested are the 401(a) defined contribution plan and a 457 deferred
compensation plan. Both plans are named after the Internal Revenue Code Section that governs their tax
treatment.

The 401(a) is a retirement savings plan that allows the employee to set aside money for retirement. It allows
contributions to be made by the employer, employee or both. The contributions may be made on either a
mandatory or a voluntary basis. The employer decides on the method of participant contribution. The most
common method is direct employer contributions with or without a required employee contribution. Employer
contributions can be a fixed percentage of employee contributions, salary or a given dollar range.

The 457 deferred compensation plan is a supplemental retirement savings program that allows the employee to
make contributions on a pre-tax basis. In California, Federal and State income taxes are deferred until the assets




are withdrawn, usually during retirement when hopefully, the retiree is in a lower tax bracket. Not only do the
contributions reduce current income taxes, the investment earnings are tax deferred. Unlike the other 457 plans
that the County currently participates in, this plan will allow employees to borrow from their plan assets.

Both of these plans allow the employee to roll the investments over into an IRA if they separate from
employment with the County.

CALIFORNIA, ADOPTING A 457 DEFERRED COMPENSATION PLAN NAMING THE
COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR AS COORDNATOR, AND AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY
ADMINISTRATOR TO EXECUTE ALL NECESSARY AGREEMENTS INCIDENTAL TO
ADMINISTRTION OF THE PLAN

WHEREAS, the Employer has employees rendering valuable services; and

WHEREAS, the establishment of a deferred compensation plan for such employees serves the
interests of the Employer by enabling it to provide reasonable retirement security for its
employees, by providing increased flexibility in its personnel management system, and by
assisting in the attraction and retention of competent personnel; and

WHEREAS, the Employer has determined that the establishment of a deferred compensation
plan to be administered by the ICMA Retirement Corporation serves the above objectives; and

WHEREAS, the Employer desires that its deferred compensation plan be administered by the
ICMA Retirement Corporation, and that some or all of the funds held under such plan be
invested in the VantageTrust Company, a trust established by public employers for the collective
investment of funds held under their retirement and deferred compensation plans;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Employer hereby adopts the deferred
compensation plan ( the “Plan”) in the form of, The ICMA Retirement Corporation Deferred
Compensation Plan and Trust, referred to as Appendix A.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Employer hereby executes the Declaration of the Trust
of the VantageTrust Company, attached hereto as Appendix B, intending this execution to be
operative with respect to any retirement or deferred compensation plan subsequently established
by the Employer, if the assets of the plan are to be invested in the VantageTrust Company.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the assets of the Plan shall be held in trust, with the
Employer serving as trustee, for the exclusive benefit of the Plan participants and their
beneficiaries, and the assets shall not be diverted to any other purpose.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Administrator shall be the coordinator for this
program; shall receive necessary reports, notices, etc. from the ICMA Retirement Corporation or
the VantageTrust Company; shall cast, on behalf of the Employer, any required votes under the

ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Administrative Services Agreement (“Agreement”), made as ofthe  day
of , 2011 (herein referred to as the “Inception Date”), between the International
City/County Management Association Retirement Corporation (“ICMA-RC”), a
nonprofit corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of Delaware, and
the County of Inyo (“Employer™), a county organized and existing under the laws of the
State of California with an office at 224 North Edwards Street, Independence, California
93256.

RECITALS

Employer acts as public plan sponsor of a retirement plan (“Plan™}, and in that
capacity, has responsibility to obtain administrative services and investment alternatives
for the Plan;

VantageTrust (the “Trust™) is a group trust established and maintained in
accordance with New Hampshire Revised Statutes Annotated section 391:1 and Internal
Revenue Service Revenue Ruling 81-100, 1981-1 C.B. 326, which provides for the
commingled investment of retirement funds held by various state and local governmental
units for their employees;

ICMA-RC acts as investment adviser to VantageTrust Company, the Trustee of
the Trust;

ICMA-RC has designed, and the Trust offers, a series of separate funds (the
“Funds™) for the investment of plan assets as referenced in the Trust’s principal
disclosure document, “Making Sound Investment Decisions: A Retirement Investment
Guide.” (“Retirement Investment Guide”).

The Funds are available only to public employers and only through the Trust and
ICMA-RC.

In addition to serving as investment adviser to the Trust, ICMA-RC provides a
range of services to public employers for the operation of employee retirement plans
including, but not limited to, communications concerning investment alternatives,
account maintenance, account recordkeeping, investment and tax reporting, transaction
processing, benefit disbursement, and asset management.

AGREEMENTS

1. Appointment of ICMA-RC

Employer hereby appoints ICMA-RC as Administrator of the Plan to perform all
nondiscretionary functions necessary for the administration of the Plan.

addresses, and other identifying information (including tax identification numbers).
Employer also agrees that it will notify ICMA-RC in a timely basis regarding changes in
staff as it relates to various roles. This is to be completed through the online EZLink
employer contact options. ICMA-RC shall be entitled to rely upon the accuracy of any
information that is furnished to it by a responsible official of the Employer or any
information relating to an individual participant or beneficiary that is furnished by such
participant or beneficiary, and ICMA-RC shall not be responsible for any error arising
from its reliance on such information. ICMA-RC will provide reports, statements and
account information to the Employer through EZLink, the online plan administrative tool.

Employer is required to send in contributions through EZLink, the online plan
administration tool provided by ICMA-RC. Alternative electronic methods may be
allowed, but must be approved by [CMA-RC for use. Contributions may not be sent
through paper submittal documents.

4. Certain Representations and Warranties
ICMA-RC represents and warrants to Employer that:

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Agreement. The ability of ICMA-RC to serve as investment adviser to the
Trust is dependent upon the continued willingness of the Trust for ICMA-

ICMA-RC is an investment adviser registered as such with the U.S.
Securities and Exchange Commission under the Investment Advisers Act
of 1940, as amended. ICMA-RC Services, LLC (a wholly owned
subsidiary of ICMA-RC) is registered as a broker-dealer with the U.S.
Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) and is a member in good
standing with Financial Industry Regulatory Authority (“FINRA") and the
Securities Investor Protection Corporation (“SIPC”).

ICMA-RC shall maintain and administer the Plan in compliance with the
requirements for plans which satisfy the qualification requirements of
Section 401 of the Internal Revenue Code and other applicable federal
law; provided, however, ICMA-RC shall not be responsible for the
qualified status of the Plan in the event that the Employer directs ICMA-
RC to administer the Plan or disburse assets in a manner inconsistent with
the requirements of Section 401 or otherwise causes the Plan not to be
carried out in accordance with its terms; provided, further, that if the plan
document used by the Employer contains terms that differ from the terms
of ICMA-RC's standardized plan document, ICMA-RC shall not be
responsible for the qualified status of the Plan to the extent affected by the
differing terms in the Employer's plan document. ICMA-RC shall not be
responsible for monitoring state or local law or for administering the Plan
in compliance with local or state requirements unless Employer notifies
ICMA-RC of any such local or state requirements.

Employer represents and warrants to ICMA-RC that:

Employer is organized in the form and manner recited in the opening
paragraph of this Agreement with full power and authority to enter into
and perform its obligations under this Agreement and to act for the Plan
and participants in the manner contemplated in this Agreement.

Employer understands and agrees that ICMA-RC’s sole function under
this Agreement is to act as recordkeeper and to provide administrative,
investment or other services at the direction of Plan participants, the
Employer, its agents or designees in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement. Under the terms of this Agreement, [CMA-RC does not
render investment advice, is not the Plan Administrator or Plan Sponsor as
those terms are defined under applicable federal, state, or local law, and
does not provide legal, tax or accounting advice with respect to the

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creation, adoption or operation of the Plan and the Trust. ICMA-RC does
not perform any service under this Agreement that might cause ICMA-RC
to be treated as a “fiduciary” of the Plan under applicable law.

Employer acknowledges and agrees that ICMA-RC does not assume any
responsibility with respect to the selection or retention of the Plan’s
investment options. Employer shall have exclusive responsibility for the
Plan’s investment options, including the selection of the applicable mutual
fund share class. Where applicable, Employer understands that the
VantageTrust Retirement Income Advantage Fund is an investment option
for the Plan and that the fund invests in a separate account available
through a group variable annuity contract. By entering into this
Agreement, Employer acknowledges that it has received the Important
Considerations document and the Retirement Investment Guide and that it
has read the information therein concerning the VantageTrust Retirement
Income Advantage Fund.

Employer acknowledges that certain such services to be performed by
ICMA-RC under this Agreement may be performed by an affiliate or
agent of ICMA-RC pursuant to one or more other contractual
arrangements or relationships, and that ICMA-RC reserves the right to
change vendors with which it has contracted to provide services in
connection with this Agreement without prior notice to Employer.

Employer approves the use of its Plan in ICMA-RC external media,
publications and materials. Examples include press releases
announcements and inclusion of the general plan information in request
for proposal responses.

5. Participation in Certain Proceedings

The Employer hereby authorizes [CMA-RC to act as agent, to appear on its behalf, and to
join the Employer as a necessary party in all legal proceedings involving the garnishment
of benefits or the transfer of benefits pursuant to the divorce or separation of participants
in the Plan. Unless Employer notifies ICMA-RC otherwise, Employer consents to the
disbursement by ICMA-RC of benefits that have been garnished or transferred to a
former spouse, current spouse, or child pursuant to a domestic relations order or child

support order.

6. Compensation and Payment

(b) Mutual Fund Services Fee. There is an annual charge of 0.15% assessed
against average daily net Plan assets invested in the Trust’s non-
proprietary Trust Series funds.

(c) Compensation for Management Services to the Trust, Compensation
for Advisory and other Services to The Vantagepoint Funds and
Payments from Third-Party Mutual Funds. Employer acknowledges
that in addition to amounts payable under this Agreement, ICMA-RC
receives fees from the Trust for investment management services
furnished to the Trust, Employer further acknowledges that certain wholly
owned subsidiaries of ICMA-RC receive compensation for advisory and
other services furnished to The Vantagepoint Funds, which serve as the
underlying portfolios of a number of Funds offered through the Trust.

(d)  Employer Fee. There shall be an annual Employer fee of $1,000.00. The
annual Employer Fee will be billed in equal amounts on a quarterly basis
and is payable within 30 days after the quarterly billing cycle. The
Employer Fee will be charged as long as there are Plan assets, regardless
of the status of the participant(s). The Employer acknowledges that, in the
event the Employer fails to pay the Employer fee when due, such fee shall
be paid directly from assets held on behalf of the Plans(s) under the Trust,
i.e., deducting the fees from the Plan participant accounts. Plans that are
initially established mid-year will be billed on a pro-rata basis.

() Payment Procedures. All payments to ICMA-RC pursuant to this Section
6 (a) and (b) shall be paid out of the Plan assets held by the Trust and shall
be paid by the Trust, to the extent not paid by the Employer. All payments
to [CMA-RC pursuant to this Section 6(d) shall be paid directly by
Employer, and shall not be deducted from Plan Assets held by the Trust.
The amount of Plan assets heid in the Trust shall be adjusted by the Trust
as required to reflect such payments. In the event that the Employer
agrees to pay amounts owed pursuant to this section 6 directly, any
amounts unpaid and outstanding after 30 days of invoice to the Employer
shall be withdrawn from Plan assets held by the Trust.

The compensation and payment set forth in this section 6 is contingent upon the
Employer’s use of ICMA-RC’s EZLink system for contribution processing and
submitting contribution funds by ACH or wire transfer on a consistent basis over the
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term of this Agreement.
7. Contribution Remittance

Employer understands that amounts invested in the Trust are to be remitted directly to the
Trust in accordance with instructions provided to Employer by ICMA-RC and are not to
be remitted to ICMA-RC. In the event that any check or wire transfer is incorrectly
labeled or transferred to ICMA-RC, [CMA-RC may return it to Employer with proper
instructions.

8. Indemnification

[CMA-RC shall not be responsible for any acts or omissions of any person with respect
to the Plan or related Trust, other than ICMA-RC in connection with the administration
or operation of the Plan. Employer shall indemnify ICMA-RC against, and hold I[CMA-
RC harmless from, any and all loss, damage, penalty, liability, cost, and expense,
including without limitation, reasonable attorney’s fees, that may be incurred by, imposed
upon, or asserted against ICMA-RC by reason of any claim, regulatory proceeding, or
litigation arising from any act done or omitted to be done by any individual or person
with respect to the Plan or related Trust, excepting only any and all loss, damage, penalty,
liability, cost or expense resulting from ICMA-RC’s negligence, bad faith, or willful
misconduct.

9, Term

This Agreement shall be in effect and commence on the date all parties have signed and
executed this Agreement (“Inception Date™). This Agreement may be terminated without
penalty by either party on sixty days advance notice in writing to the other; provided
however, that the Employer understands and agrees that, in the event the Employer
terminates this Agreement (or replaces the VantageTrust PLUS Fund as an investment
option in its investment line-up), ICMA-RC retains full discretion to release Plan assets
invested in the VantageTrust PLUS Fund in an orderly manner over a period of up to 12
months from the date ICMA-RC receives written notification from the Employer that it
has made a final and binding selection of a replacement for [CMA-RC as administrator of
the Plan (or a replacement investment option for the VantageTrust PLUS Fund).

10. Amendments and Adjustments

(a) This Agreement may be amended by written instrument signed by the parties.

(b) ICMA-RC may amend this agreement by providing 60 days’ advance written
notice to the Employer prior to the effective date of such proposed amendment.
Such amendment shall become effective unless, within the 60-day notice period,
the Employer notifies ICMA-RC in writing that it objects to such amendment.

This Agreement supersedes all written and oral agreements, communications or
negotiations among the parties. Any prior agreements, prormises, negotiations or
representations, verbal or otherwise, not expressly set forth in this Agreement are of no
force and effect.

The headings of Sections of this Agreement and the headings for each of the attached
schedules are for convenience only and do not define or limit the contents thereof.

Employer agrees that
operation of the Plan and the investment, management, and distribution of amounts
deposited in the Trust shall be subject to the Declaration of Trust, as it may be amended
from time to time and shall also be subject to terms and conditions set forth in disclosure
documents (such as the Retirement Investment Guide or Employer Bulletins) as those
terms and conditions may be adjusted from time to time.

3. Employer Duty to Furnish Information

Employer agrees to furnish to ICMA-RC on a timely basis such information as is
necessary for ICMA-RC to carry out its responsibilities as Administrator of the Plan,
including information needed to allocate individual participant accounts to Funds in the
Trust, and information as to the employment status of participants, and participant ages,
addresses, and other identifying information (including tax identification numbers).
Employer also agrees that it will notify [ICMA-RC in a timely basis regarding changes in
staff as it relates to various roles. This is to be completed through the online EZLink
employer contact options. ICMA-RC shall be entitled to rely upon the accuracy of any
information that is furnished to it by a responsible official of the Employer or any
information relating to an individual participant or beneficiary that is furnished by such
participant or beneficiary, and ICMA-RC shall not be responsible for any etror arising
from its reliance on such information. ICMA-RC will provide reports, statements and
account information to the Employer through EZLink, the online plan administrative tool.

Employer is required to send in contributions through EZLink, the online plan
administration tool provided by ICMA-RC. Alternative electronic methods may be
allowed, but must be approved by ICMA-RC for use. Contributions may not be sent
through paper submittal documents.

4. Certain Representations and Warranties
ICMA-RC represents and warrants to Employer that:

(a) ICMA-RC is a non-profit corporation with full power and authority to
enter into this Agreement and to perform its obligations under this

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Agreement. The ability of ICMA-RC to serve as investment adviser to the
Trust is dependent upon the continued willingness of the Trust for ICMA-
RC to serve in that capacity.

ICMA-RC is an investment adviser registered as such with the U.S.
Securities and Exchange Commission under the Investment Advisers Act
of 1940, as amended. ICMA-RC Services, LLC (a wholly owned
subsidiary of ICMA-RC) is registered as a broker-dealer with the U.S.
Securities and Exchange Commission (“*SEC™) and is a member in good
standing with Financial Industry Regulatory Authority (“FINRA”) and the
Securities Investor Protection Corperation (“SIPC”).

ICMA-RC shall maintain and administer the Plan in compliance with the
requirements for eligible deferred compensation plans under Section 457
of the Internal Revenue Code and other applicable federal law; provided,
however, that ICMA-RC shall not be responsible for the eligible status of
the Plan in the event that the Employer directs ICMA-RC to administer the
Plan or disburse assets in a manner inconsistent with the requirements of
Section 457 or otherwise causes the Plan not to be carried out in
accordance with its terms. Further, in the event that the Employer uses its
own customized plan document, ICMA-RC shall not be responsible for
the eligible status of the Plan to the extent affected by terms in the
Employer’s plan document that differ from those in ICMA-RC’s standard
plan document. ICMA-RC shall not be responsible for monitoring state or
local law or for administering the Plan in compliance with local or state
requirements unless Employer notifies ICMA-RC of any such local or
state requirements.

Employer represents and warrants to ICMA-RC that:

Employer is organized in the form and manner recited in the opening
paragraph of this Agreement with full power and authority to enter into
and perform its obligations under this Agreement and to act for the Plan
and participants in the manner contemplated in this Agreement. Execution,
delivery, and performance of this Agreement will not conflict with any
law, rule, regulation or contract by which the Employer is bound or to
which it is a party.

Employer understands and agrees that ICMA-RC’s sole function under
this Agreement is to act as recordkeeper and to provide administrative,
investment or other services at the direction of Plan participants, the
Employer, its agents or designees in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement, Under the terms of this Agreement, ICMA-RC does not
render investment advice, is not the Plan Administrator or Plan Sponsor as
those terms are defined under applicable federal, state, or local law, and
does not provide legal, tax or accounting advice with respect to the
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creation, adoption or operation of the Plan and the Trust. ICMA-RC does
not perform any service under this Agreement that might cause ICMA-RC
to be treated as a “fiduciary” of the Plan under applicable law.

(f)  Employer acknowledges and agrees that ICMA-RC does not assume any
responsibility with respect to the selection or retention of the Plan’s
investment options. Employer shall have exclusive responsibility for the
Plan’s investment options, including the selection of the applicable mutual
fund share class. Where applicable, Employer understands that the
VantageTrust Retirement Income Advantage Fund is an investment option
for the Plan and that the fund invests in a separate account available
through a group variable annuity contract. By entering into this
Agreement, Employer acknowledges that it has received the Important
Considerations document and the Retirement Investment Guide and that it
has read the information therein concerning the Vantage Trust Retirement
Income Advantage Fund.

(g)  Employer acknowledges that certain such services to be performed by
ICMA-RC under this Agreement may be performed by an affiliate or
agent of ICMA-RC pursuant to one or more other contractual
arrangements or relationships, and that ICMA-RC reserves the right to
change vendors with which it has contracted to provide services in
connection with this Agreement without prior notice to Employer.

(h) Employer approves the use of its Plan in ICMA-RC external media,
publications and materials. Examples include press releases
announcements and inclusion of the general plan information in request
for proposal responses.

5. Participation in Certain Proceedings

The Employer hereby authorizes ICMA-RC to act as agent, to appear on its behalf, and to
join the Employer as a necessary party in all legal proceedings involving the garnishment
of benefits or the transfer of benefits pursuant to the divorce or separation of participants
in the Plan. Unless Employer notifies ICMA-RC otherwise, Employer consents to the
disbursement by ICMA-RC of benefits that have been garnished or transferred to a
former spouse, current spouse, or child pursuant to a domestic relations order or child
support order.

6. Compensation and Payment

(a) Plan Administration Fee. The amount to be paid for plan administration
services under this Agreement shall be 0.55% per annum of the amount of
Plan assets invested in the Trust. Such fee shall be computed based on
average daily net Plan assets in the Trust.

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Mutual Fund Services Fee. There is an annual charge of 0.15% assessed
against average daily net Plan assets invested in the Trust’s non-
proprietary Trust Series funds.

Compensation for Management Services to the Trust, Compensation
for Advisory and other Services to The Vantagepoint Funds and
Payments from Third-Party Mutual Funds. Employer acknowledges
that in addition to amounts payable under this Agreement, ICMA-RC
receives fees from the Trust for investment management services
furnished to the Trust. Employer further acknowledges that certain wholly
owned subsidiaries of ICMA-RC receive compensation for advisory and
other services furnished to The Vantagepoint Funds, which serve as the
underlying portfolios of a number of Funds offered through the Trust. The
fees referred to in this subsection are disclosed in the Retirement
Investment Guide. These fees are not assessed against assets invested in
the Trust’s Mutual Fund Series. In addition, to the extent that third party
mutual funds are included in the investment line-up for the Plan, ICMA -
RC may receive payments from such third party mutual funds or their
service providers, which may be in the form of 12b-1 fees, service fees, or
compensation for sub-accounting or other services provided by ICMA-RC
on behalf of the funds.

Redemption Fees. Redemption fees imposed by outside mutual funds in
which Plan assets are invested are collected and paid to the mutual fund by
ICMA-RC. ICMA-RC remits 100% of redemption fees back to the
specific mutual fund to which redemption fees apply. These redemption
fees and the individual mutual fund’s policy with respect to redemption
fees are specified in the prospectus for the individual mutual fund and
referenced in the Retirement Investment Guide.

Payment Procedures. All payments to ICMA-RC pursuant to this Section
6 shall be paid out of the Plan assets held by the Trust and shall be paid by
the Trust, to the extent not paid by the Employer. The amount of Plan
assets held in the Trust shall be adjusted by the Trust as required to reflect
such payments. In the event that the Employer agrees to pay amounts
owed pursuant to this section 6 directly, any amounts unpaid and
outstanding after 30 days of invoice to the Employer shall be withdrawn
from Plan assets held by the Trust.

The compensation and payment set forth in this section 6 is contingent upon the
Employer’s use of ICMA-RC’s EZLink system for contribution processing and
submitting contribution funds by ACH or wire transfer on a consistent basis over the
term of this Agreement.

7. Contribution Remittance
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Employer understands that amounts invested in the Trust are to be remitted directly to the
Trust in accordance with instructions provided to Employer by ICMA-RC and are not to
be remitted to ICMA-RC. In the event that any check or wire transfer is incorrectly
labeled or transferred to ICMA-RC, ICMA-RC may return it to Employer with proper
instructions.

8. Indemnification

ICMA-RC shall not be responsible for any acts or omissions of any person with respect
to the Plan or related Trust, other than ICMA-RC in connection with the administration
or operation of the Plan. Employer shall indemnify ICMA-RC against, and hold ICMA-
RC harmiess from, any and all loss, damage, penalty, liability, cost, and expense,
including without limitation, reasonable attorney’s fees, that may be incurred by, imposed
upon, or asserted against ICMA-RC by reason of any claim, regulatory proceeding, or
litigation arising from any act done or omitted to be done by any individual or person
with respect to the Plan or related Trust, excepting only any and all loss, damage, penalty,
liability, cost or expense resulting from ICMA-RC’s negligence, bad faith, or willful
misconduct,

9, Term

This Agreement shall be in effect and commence on the date all parties have signed and
executed this Agreement (“Inception Date”). This Agreement may be terminated without
penalty by either party on sixty days advance notice in writing to the other; provided
however, that the Employer understands and agrees that, in the event the Employer
terminates this Agreement (or replaces the VantageTrust PLUS Fund as an investment
option in its investment line-up), ICMA-RC retains full discretion to release Plan assets
invested in the VantageTrust PLUS Fund in an orderly manner over a period of up to 12
months from the date ICMA-RC receives written notification from the Employer that it
has made a final and binding selection of a replacement for ICMA-RC as administrator of
the Plan (or a replacement investment option for the VantageTrust PLUS Fund).

0. Amendments and Adjustments

(a) This Agreement may be amended by written instrument signed by the parties.

(b) ICMA-RC may amend this agreement by providing 60 days’ advance written
notice to the Employer prior to the effective date of such proposed amendment.
Such amendment shall become effective unless, within the 60-day notice period,
the Employer notifies ICMA-RC in writing that it objects to such amendment.

(c) The parties agree that enhancements may be made to administrative and
operations services under this Agreement. The Employer will be notified of
enhancements through the Employer Bulletin, quarterly statements, electronic
messages or special mailings. Likewise, if there are any reductions in fees, these

given by any other means, when actually delivered at the aforesaid address.

12. Complete Agreement

This Agreement shall constitute the complete and full understanding and sole agreement
between ICMA-RC and Employer relating to the object of this Agreement and correctly
sets forth the complete rights, duties and obligations of each party to the other as of its
date. This Agreement supersedes all written and oral agreements, communications or
negotiations among the parties. Any prior agreements, promises, negotiations or
representations, verbal or otherwise, not expressly set forth in this Agreement are of no
force and effect.

13. Titles

The headings of Sections of this Agreement and the headings for each of the attached
schedules are for convenience only and do not define or limit the contents thereof.

14. Incorporation of Schedules

All Schedules (and any subsequent amendments thereto), attached hereto, and referenced
herein, are hereby incorporated within this Agreement as if set forth fully herein.
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15. Governing Law

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the
State of California applicable to contracts made in that jurisdiction without reference to
its conflicts of laws provisions.

SUBJECT:  Request to change authorized staff in the Office of the County Adminstrator and fill vacant position
DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATION:

Request your Board:

1. Delete one (1) Deputy County Administrator position, Range 88 ($6,370 - $7,740) from the authorized staffing
for the Office of the County Administrator and add one (1) Senior Deputy County Administrator position, Range
92 ($7,026 - $8,540); and,

2. Find, consistent with the adopted Authorized Position Review Policy:

a. The funding for the position comes from the General Fund and, possibly, certain Non-General Fund
departments depending on job responsibilities and associated budget allocations, as certified by the
County Administrator and concurred with by the Auditor-Controller;

b. The vacancies could possibly be filled by internal candidates meeting the qualifications for the position,
however, an open recruitment is appropriate to ensure the position is filled with the best qualified
candidate; and,

c. Approve the hiring of a Senior Deputy County Administrator position, Range 92 ($7,026 - $8,540).

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

The Fiscal Year 2011-2012 Manpower Report, approved by your Board as part of the Fiscal Year 2011-2012 County
Budget, authorizes two (2) Deputy County Administrator positions. Both positions are currently vacant. In December,
your Board approved new job descriptions for Deputy County Administrator, Senior Deputy County Adminstrator, and
Assistant County Adminstrator, and approved the hiring of one (1) Deputy County Administrator.

We have enjoyed a very strong recruitment effort that has attracted the interest of several skilled and qualified candidates. |
I have identified a top candidate that is markedly distinguished amid this august field, and clearly has the education, |
skills, and experience to warrant being offered the job at the level of Senior Deputy County Adminstrator (and, arguably,

at the Assistant CAO level). To do so, this requires your Board changing the department’s authorized strength by deleting

one of the two vacant Deputy County Adminstrator positions and adding the Senior Deputy County Adminstrator
position.

If approved, the Senior Deputy County Administrator will meet the immediate need to fill the vacancy created by the
retirement of the longtime incumbent Deputy County Administrator in February and, at least initially, be assigned
responsibility for managing the County’s Integrated Waste Management, Motor Pool and Parks programs . However, it is
my intention to also assign this position responsibility for managing the County’s Eastern California Museum and Library
divisions in an effort to more closely align these services with our Parks program in, what I hope will be the first step
toward the County of Inyo offering integrated recreational and cultural programming for our communities.

Additionally, I will be looking toward this position to assist me in pursuing special projects and initiatives, both large and
small, to enhance departmental output and the level of benefit provided to our community, your Board, and County

departments. I also expect this position to work with me to actively examine the current organization of the department
and make recommendations to improve efficiencies and reduce costs and/or enhance services. Because of my anticipation
regarding the near-term opportunity to further restructure the departmental functions and assignments, I am not currently
seeking permission to fill the second, vacant Deputy County Administrator position.

ALTERNATIVES:

Your Board could decide not to approve changing the department’s authorized staffing and filling the new position,
however, this is not recommended because it will mean foregoing an opportunity to recruit top-tier talent to join the
County’s senior management team.

Or, your Board could approve changing the department’s authorized strength and filling the new position as well as the
second, vacant Deputy County Administrator position. However, it may be more appropriate to postpone filling the

second vacancy pending a review and recommendation regarding the department’s future organization.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT:

The position will function in support of your Board’s priorities, all County departments, County relations with other
agencies, and the community at large.

FINANCING:

There is sufficient funding for this new position included in the remainder Fiscal Year 2011-2012 County Budget.
Leaving the second Deputy County Adminstrator position vacant will continue to generate salary savings in the County
Budget.

SUBJECT: Inyo County Energy Efficiency Upgrade Project

DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATION:

Request your Board amend the FY 2011-2012 Deferred Maintenance Budget (011501) as follows: increase
estimated revenue in Federal Grants (Object Code 4555) by $79,941, increase estimated revenue in
Contributions from DWP (Object Code 4563) by $28,979 and increase appropriation in Construction in
Progress (Object Code 5700) by $108,920. (4/5 vote required).

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

The County was awarded an American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) community development
block grant through the US Department of Energy working in cooperation the California Energy Commission
(CEC) for energy efficiency upgrades for County owned and leased buildings. The grant totals $79,941 and is
contingent upon the project being finished by June 14, 2012. The County has received bids for the construction
and is now ready to start the work. The proposed project will include lighting retrofits for buildings covered by
the application. There are also rebate incentives provided by LADWP and SCE for some of the installations.

Apparently there was an oversight regarding the budgeting of funds for the project to allow for modification of
the Deferred Maintenance budget to allow for revenues and expenditures from this budget.

The action recommended here is to inform your Board regarding the proposed budget for the project and
secondly to formally amend the budget to allow the proposed work to move forward.

The County has received assurances from the DWP that the utility rebates of approximately $36,000 will be
provided for the installation of the retrofits. But, if for an unknown reason the DWP fails to provide the rebates
as indicated, the County would be obligated to cover the remainder of the contractor not reimbursed by the
grant in the amount of $28,979.

ALTERNATIVES:

Not approve the budget amendment for the Deferred Maintenance Budget. This is not recommended because
the there is funding available for the work and the installations will provide long term savings in electrical
consumption, reduction of Greenhouse gas emissions and power billing. And, we have received bids for the
project that will allow the construction to occur.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT:

(1) County Counsel for review of bids and contracts.

(2) The Auditor's Office will provide financial review for the expenditure of AARA funds.
(3) The Treasurer’s office for receipt of payments.

(4) The California CEC for project oversight and payments to the County.

(5) The US Department of Energy for provisions of funds to the State.




FINANCING:

If the above budget amendment is approved the project will be fully funded contingent upon the timely
completion and the rebates being received by DWP. Funds for the Inyo County AARA Energy Efficiency
Upgrade Project are provided by the California Energy Commission and utility company rebates.

It is expected that there should be minor costs to the County for the construction of the project and the major
portion for the funding will be derived from the Grant and rebates. And, based on the County’s current
expenditures for electrical power, the County may expect a significant reduction in power billing of
approximately $35,000 annually by installing the recommended lighting upgrades.

2. Award the contract for the Nine Mile Canyon Road Guardrail Installation Project as recommended by staff; authorize the
chairperson to sign the contract, contingent upon staff acceptance of the successful bid, contingent upon obtaining appropriate
signatures; contingent upon adoption of the fiscal year 2012/2013 budget; and authorize the acting public works director to
execute ali other contract documents, including contract change orders, to the extent permitted by Public Contract Code Section
20142 and other applicable law. (Recommendations to be presented at the meeting)

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION: At the April 3, 2012 meeting of the Board of Supervisors, the board approved the plans and
specifications for the Nine Mile Canyon Road Guardrail Installation Project and authorized the public works director to
advertise for bids for the project. The bid opening was on May 9, 2012. However, in order to have time to agendize award
approval, this agenda item had to be prepared prior to the bid opening. The Public Works Department needs to complete this
project as soon as possible to avoid a potential conflict with the Sabrina Bridge Replacement Project. If the projects are in
construction at the same time, there may be insufficient qualified county personnel to adequately staff both projects.

The project consists of installing approximately 4,850 feet of metal beam guardrail on a narrow portion of Nine Mile Canyon
Road approximately seven miles west of U.S. 395, near Pearsonville. There have been multiple accidents, two of which
included fatalities, where vehicles have driven off the road over a steep embankment. Installing metal beam guardrail will
substantially reduce this risk. The contract documents also include an additive bid item to install an additional 1,550 feet of
guardrail on two outside curves on a steep embankment if there is sufficient funding to do so. The project is federally funded
by the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP).

The road will not be closed during construction. The contractor will be required to provide one-lane traffic control during
construction. The construction time for this project is anticipated to be approximately 45 working days (approximately 2
months).

The HSIP will reimburse the county for ninety percent of the construction costs, including construction engineering, for the
Nine Mile Canyon Road Guardrail Installation. The ten percent match will be provided by the county’s Proposition 1B Local
Streets and Roads (Proposition 1B LS&R) funds. All county staff time for project management, engineering, surveying, and
construction management is eligible for reimbursement with these funds.

ALTERNATIVES:
The Board could reject all bids. This is not recommended because the project would improve the safety of this portion of the
roadway, and because funding for the project may be jeopardized if the project becomes inactive.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT:
The auditor’s office to make payments to the contractor after the contract is awarded. County Counsel to review and approve
contract documents and Caltrans to reimburse the county for project costs as described below.
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FINANCING: The HSIP program will reimburse the county for ninety percent of the construction costs, including
construction engineering, for the Nine Mile Canyon Road Guardrail Installation. The ten percent match will be provided
by the County’s Proposition 1B LS&R funds. The cost of the project will be paid through budget unit 034601, State
Funded Roads Projects, object code 5707, Nine Mile Road, which is included in the 201 1-2012 budget. The HSIP and
Proposition 1B LS&R procedures require reimbursement to local agencies upon submittal of progress invoices for
expenditures actually made. Therefore, the initial funding for the project will be loaned from the road fund and be
reimbursed with HSIP and Proposition 1B LS&R HBP funds after the state pays the progresis invoices.

DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that your Board:

1. Accept the Fiscal Year 2011-2012 County Third Quarter Financial Report as presented,;

2, Approve the specific budget action items and recommendations discussed in the report and represented
in Attachments A & B, and authorize the Auditor-Controller to make the budget adjustments as listed in
Attachments A & B (4/5’s vote required),

3. Authorize the County Administrative Officer (CAO) and Auditor-Controller to make year-end
adjustments, as necessary within each fund (4/5 s vote required),

4. Approve the Preliminary Fiscal Year 2012-2013 Budget Calendar with regard to the proposed dates for
the Budget Hearings and adoption of the Final Budget; and;

5. Direct the CAO and Auditor-Controller to prepare a rollover budget for the start of Fiscal Year 2012-
2013 and present it for approval on June 19, 2012.

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

Overview

Based on projections submitted by the departments, this Third Quarter Review provides an opportunity to
make adjustments necessary to maintain a balanced County Budget for Fiscal Year 2011-2012. Toward this
end, your Board is being asked to authorize the budget amendments identified below and represented in
Attachments A and B, as well as authorize the CAO and Auditor-Controller to make any subsequent year-end
adjustments that may be necessary within each fund. These actions require a 4/5’s vote of your Board. An
affirmative vote will result in no change to the Net County Cost to the General Fund. Your Board will recall
that this year’s Mid-Year Financial Report increased the General Fund Contingencies budget by $22,770, but
that it was necessary to appropriate $200,000 from Contingencies earlier this month to make a General Fund
Operating Transfer to the Solid Waste budget. As recommended, this Third Quarter Financial Report will result
in adding to the General Fund Contingencies budget by $26,779. Adding funds to the Contingencies budget is
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certainly a more positive action than having to spend money from Contingencies; however, adding money to
General Fund Contingencies this late in the fiscal year is usually accomplished at the expense of the amount of
General Fund Balance that will be available for next year’s Budget. For example, in some budgets, salary
savings is being used to offset reductions in revenue or increases in expense that might otherwise have to be
funded from General Fund Contingencies.

Most of the Third Quarter adjustments identified in Attachments A and B represent appropriation change
requests that, pursuant to the County Budget Control And Responsibility Policy, can be approved by the
County Administrative Officer and/or the Auditor-Controller without action by your Board., These include
moving money within a budget from one object code to another object code, or from one object category to
another object category in the same budget unit. However, some of the proposed changes (such as
appropriating new revenue, transfers between funds or budget units, and changes in Net County Cost) require
approval by the Board of Supervisors (4/5’s vote), Third Quarter adjustments resulting in a change in Net
County Cost or otherwise requiring Board approval, as well as adjustments resulting in substantial decreases to
Net County Cost, are identified and discussed later in this report.

The departments’ Third Quarter projections change the Working Budget as follows:

Your Board is reminded that the projections in this Third Quarter Financial Report, like all Financial Report
projections should always be viewed with cautious optimism. As with any aspect of the County Budget, this
Financial Review is only as accurate as the input provided by departments. Similar to past years, the primary
factor that will determine the accuracy of the projections identified in this report will be the realization of all
budgeted revenue. It is encouraging, however, that — unlike last year, when mid-year State Budget reductions
manifested as revenue shortfalls in many departments’ Third Quarter Budget projections — this year very few
departments (with the exception of the Solid Waste budget addressed by your Board earlier this month) are
projecting Third Quarter reductions in their revenue forecasts.

Because it is often too late to make in-budget adjustments for revenue shortfalls as part of the Third Quarter
Financial Report (thereby increasing reliance on General Fund Contingencies or other sources to fill the
‘revenue gap’) the Budget Team emphasizes, every year, that a primary purpose of the Mid-Year Financial
Report is to provide departments with an opportunity to modify their revenue and expense projections as may
be necessary to ensure their budget(s) remain in balance through June 30" The constant specter of State
Budget uncertainties notwithstanding, done mindfully, the Mid-Year Process should virtually eliminate the
need to make appropriation changes or seek budget amendments as part of the Third Quarter Financial Report.
As discussed below, it is positive that this year’s Third Quarter Financial Report includes few requests that
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require your Board’s consideration and positive action to remain balanced. Most of the actions that departments
are asking your Board to take as part of this Third Quarter Financial Report are discretionary or intended to
recognize additional revenue.

However, similar to the disturbing trend reported during last year’s Mid-Year and Third Quarter Financial
Reports, the Budget Team has identified (and is in the process of making) appropriation changes within some
25 budget units to correct overages in object codes and object categories occurring after the departments
submitted their Third Quarter Budget changes. In cases where appropriation changes cannot be made within
the budget unit to fix the severity of the problem, the department’s ability to make expenditures is frozen by the
County Budget Control And Responsibility Policy.

Additionally, this Third Quarter Financial Report is being prepared at a time that would usually coincide with
the Governor’s May Revise of the proposed Fiscal Year 2012-2013 State Budget. However, this year there has
been little talk about the May Revise — despite a State Budget deficit that is growing in increments of billions
of dollars at a time. Rather, the State Budget discussion has centered more on the Governor’s proposed
November ballot measure to increase various taxes, and it seems reasonable to conclude that this tax measure
will figure prominently in this summer’s Budget negotiations in Sacramento. While the County appears, once
again, to have been able to mitigate the impacts of the ongoing State Budget crisis in Fiscal Year 2011-2012,
and is not faced with absorbing “1 1™ month” cuts to budgeted grant programs as was the case last year, next
fiscal year is shaping up to again challenge the County to stay abreast of, respond quickly to and, ultimately,
deal with the impacts of the State Budget and all its vagaries.

Process
Pursuant to the County’s Budget Control And Responsibility Policy,

“Department heads shall submit Mid-Year and Third Quarter Financial Reports to the County
Administrator. These reports will provide a projection of the department’s expenditures,
revenues and Net County Cost for the fiscal year and include reasons for over-expenditures
and/or under-realization of revenues, along with a corrective action plan by the Department.”

The County Administrator uses these reports to prepare and submit the Mid-Year and Third Quarter Financial
Report to the Board of Supervisors.

Similar to the Mid-Year review process, departments were asked to enter their Third Quarter budget
projections directly into in the County’s financial system (IFAS). The Third Quarter budget changes being
requested by the departments and, in some cases modified by the CAO, are reflected in the “Third Quarter”
column on the attached IFAS reports (Attachments A & B). If approved by your Board (4/5°s vote required),
the Third Quarter projections will become the new Working Budget.

Requiring departments to enter Third Quarter projections directly into IFAS conveys certain efficiencies. The
process eliminates the need for departments to fill-out routine appropriation change request forms that would
need to be reviewed by the Auditor and/or CAO before being entered into the system on a piecemeal basis.
Because the County Budget Control and Responsibility Policy allows departments to over-expend in a
particular object code as long as the total object-category is not over-expended, routine appropriation changes
can be consolidated as part of the Mid-Year and Third Quarter processes. This reduces the amount of
appropriation changes that need to be processed throughout the year.
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As in years past, and similar to the Mid-Year Financial Report, department heads were again required to certify
whether or not their budgets are on track to realize 100% of their budgeted revenue and stay within their
budgeted expenditures through the end of June. Departments whose budgets indicated that they might not
achieve their approved revenue projections were required to provide a written explanation as to why, and make
every effort to reduce expenditures respectively. Similarly, if a department’s budget indicated budgeted
appropriation will be exceeded by June 30", the department head was asked to explain the reason and make
every effort to reduce expenditures in other object codes.

Looking Ahead & Qutstanding Issues

The State Budget certainly has the ability to, as well as the greatest likelihood of negatively impacting the
Fiscal Year 2012 — 2013 County Budget. And, this continues to point to the need for the County to be prepared
to make corresponding cuts in programs and services in response to State Budget reductions while remaining
fiscally vigilant, flexible, and prudent relative to the State Budget. However, there are also several local issues
that could impact future County budgets that we need to be cognizant of, and require ongoing monitoring.

Fund Balance

As we look toward Fiscal Year 2012-2013, it is important to remember that the Fiscal Year 2011-2012 County
Budget was balanced using the prior year’s General Fund Balance of $3,816,895 (The Fiscal Year 2010-2011
Budget relied on $3,735,284 in Fund Balance). This means, to adopt a stafus quo budget for Fiscal Year 2012-
2013, the County will need a General Fund Balance of this much (or some other combination of increased
revenues and/or decreased expenditures that closes the $3.8 Million structural deficit). While the General Fund
Balance for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012, will not be known until late August, it can be reasonably
anticipated that revenues and expenditures will not remain static.

In recent County Budgets, several pages of the Budget Message have been dedicated to discussing Fund
Balance, including its major components: salary savings; under-expenditures; and revenue realization. The use
of salary-savings to compensate for over-expenditures or under-realization of revenue throughout the fiscal
year is actively discouraged since it erodes Fund Balance, and usually results in taking money appropriated for
ongoing staff expense and using it for other expenses which, if not managed, can also be ongoing. This report
apprises your Board that it is necessary to use $66,214 in salary savings to keep the Budget balanced. In
contrast, last year the Third Quarter Budget relied on $289,733; in Fiscal Year 2009-2010, $219,000 in salary
savings was used during Third Quarter, and, in the 2008-2009 Fiscal Year just $32,348 in General Fund salary
savings was used to balance the Third Quarter Budget. This is money that would otherwise be available to
bolster Fund Balance for use in the coming year’s Budget.

Overall, this Third Quarter Budget projects increases in revenues. However, based on past experience, these
additional revenues may be needed to offset revenue shortfalls not being projected at part of the departments’
Third Quarter Budget submittals. If indeed the case, this would have the effect of contributing to a lower Fund
Balance than would otherwise be realized.

Compared to the salary savings and revenue realization components of Fund Balance, over-expenditures
appear to be less of a potential issue. Departments continue to do a good job of achieving small savings that
add up to larger savings at the end of the year. It also appears that there will be savings at the end of the year
associated with certain consulting contracts and capital projects. However, while benefitting the General Fund
and other Fund Balances, these savings are largely associated with projects not getting done. So, while money
will revert to the fund from which it was budgeted, thereby enhancing Fund Balance(s), the costs are likely to
re-occur next year when there may be additional competing demands for the money.
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Coso Geothermal Property Tax

As discussed as part of the Mid-Year Financial Report, Coso Geothermal’s appeals of its 2010 and 2011
property tax assessments have not been resolved. While resolution of these appeals is not expected to occur by
the end of this fiscal year, when the appeals are settled they could represent a liability to the County (and other
taxing districts) if the amount of any refund owed to the taxpayer exceeds the $1.1 Million impounded from the
2010 tax payment by the Auditor-Controller, or results in the company owing less than the $4 Million partial-
tax payment it made on its 2011 property tax bill.

Liabilities from these potential tax refunds notwithstanding, it is important to also recognize and remain
cognizant that the actual taxes generated from the Coso operation (as opposed to the valuation enrolled by the
Assessor) have, and will most likely continue to decline from their peak in Fiscal Year 2008-2009. Keep in
mind that Coso’s partial payment of $4 Million for the 2011 tax year represents the company’s belief that the
value of its operation is closer to $400 Million rather than the $745 Million enrolled by the Assessor, Declines
in revenue from this tax source of 15% per year might not be unexpected in the near future, but the trend will
not be known with greater certainty until the 2010 and 2011 appeals are settled. Fortunately, to date, the
County has been able to absorb and offset these decreases in the amount of unsecured property taxes paid by
Coso — in part, due to supplemental property taxes being paid by the company (but these supplemental tax
payments end this year) — and, most likely, the County will need to continue to do so in coming budget years,

In recent years, the County’s share of Coso property tax revenue has exceeded $2 Million annually. A larger,
but hopefully much more remote concern is the longer-term viability of the Coso project itself. Your Board
may be aware that the company’s bond rating was recently downgraded from B to CCC-status by Fitch due to
the plant’s continued decline in capacity, and its projected cash flows being insufficient to meet debt service
obligations.

Coso Property Tax Appeal Costs

While settlement discussions concerning Coso’s 2010 property tax appeal continue, the County and Coso must
begin preparing for a likely Board of Equalization hearing to resolve the matter; now expected to be heard in
Fiscal Year 2012-2013. Preliminary costs for the County’s contract geothermal tax attorney and contract
geothermal appraiser to see the 2010 tax dispute through the Board of Equalization hearing is estimated to
range between $247,600 and $371,400. Contracts for these services totaling $300,655 are expected to be
brought before your Board for approval this June. If approved, they will most likely be funded from geothermal
royalties revenues,

Geothermal Royalties

While the County’s receipt of geothermal royalties revenues from the state and federal governments has been
fairly constant this year, we understand that the federal royalty sharing program with host-counties continues to
be under attack in Congress as part of federal budget negotiations. In addition to funding Coso property tax
consulting services, these revenues are typically strategically relied on in the County budget to offset a variety
of capital, parks and planning costs that would otherwise have to be funded out of the General Fund. For
example, this year’s Budget relied on $446,245 in Geothermal Operating Transfers to the General Fund. The
County must continue its efforts to closely monitor and quickly advocate for this critical revenue source.

Hidden Hills Solar Energy Generating System Project

The Hidden Hills Solar Energy Generating System (HHSEGS) Project proposed in the Charleston View area
by BrightSource Energy will most likely be permitted by the California Energy Commission (CEC), and
commence construction in Fiscal Year 2012-2013. As previously shared with your Board, impacts to County
programs and services during the 30-month construction period have been estimated in excess of $11 Million
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and the County will need to rely on BrightSource Energy and/or the CEC to mitigate these costs. There is
presently no assurance that Sales and Use taxes that might be generated by the construction will accrue to the
County, and property taxes accruing to the County — as currently estimated by BrightSource — will be in the
range of $1.2 Million per year, and then only after the project is fully constructed.

Hotel Transient Occupancy Tax Revenue

Hotel Transient Occupancy Tax (TOT) revenue remains strong through the first three quarters of this fiscal
year, exceeding last year’s actuals to date by more than $180,000. In keeping with past practice, and reflecting
the uncertain nature of, and potential for fluctuation in this revenue stream, no amendments to TOT revenue
projections are recommended to the General Revenues and Expenditures budget.

LADWP Land Valuations

On another positive note, as reported during the Mid-Year Financial Report presentation, the City of Los
Angeles’ land holdings in Inyo County will be assessed 3.75% higher this year, which should generate close to
$200,000 in additional property tax revenue. Taxes from these properties account for over 40% of the County’s
secured tax roll.

Sales and Use Taxes

In addition to slowly gaining strength, an audit of County sales and use taxes approved by your Board is
bearing fruit. The County’s consultant has indicated that the County can expect to receive adjustments for mis-
allocated taxes in the neighborhood of $80,000 for past quarters, and these should translate into additional sales
and use tax revenue in the range of $15,000 to $20,000 per quarter in the future.

Labor Costs

The County has capped health insurance premium cost paid by the County with all but one of its employee
bargaining units. However, the County is currently negotiating new Memorandums of Understanding (MOUs)
with three bargaining units and the results of these negotiations could result in additional costs to the County.

In addition, PERS rates are projected to increase by .695% (about $136,875) for Miscellaneous employees
and 1.22% (about $33,193) for Safety employees in next year’s budget. Projections for Fiscal Year 2013-
2014 are 2.5% (or about $492,356) for Miscellaneous employees and 2.9% (or about $78,988) for Safety
employees.

Yucca Mountain Oversight Program

The Planning department has notified my office that a federal audit of one of its Yucca Mountain budgets has
identified a possible audit finding in the neighborhood of $250,000. While the department remains optimistic
for a positive outcome to this situation, if the audit finding is upheld it could result in the County needing to
payback this money from non-Yucca sources.

FY 2011-2012 Third Quarter Status

The following budgets have significant changes; most requiring approval by your Board as part of the Third
Quarter Financial Review.

GENERAL FUND:

General Fund budgets with Third Quarter changes are discussed below in addition to being identified in
Attachment A:
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Acquisitions (011300). During the adoption of the Fiscal Year 2011-2012 Budget, your Board decided to
reserve the payments that had been used to pay the County’s recently retired debt. This was done to prevent
this money from being absorbed into and used to fund ongoing costs in the General Fund and, instead, possibly
preserve the County’s future debt-service capacity for capital improvements, repairs, and/or projects like a new
animal shelter or photovoltaic power installations (not the Consolidated Office Building project). To preserve
this option and funding in next year’s budget, it is recommended to move this budget unit from the General
Fund into the Accumulative Capital Outlay Fund. This results in a decrease in Net County Cost in the General
Fund and an increase in Net Cost to Fund in the ACO Fund. To remedy this, an operating transfer from the
General Fund to the ACO Fund and into the Acquisitions — General budget, equal to the original appropriation
of $309,750, is necessary. The net result is no change in Net County Cost.

Advertising County Resources (011400). As foreshadowed in the Mid-Year Financial Report, revenue in
this budget associated with implementing Film Permit fees is being decreased by $10,000 due to not having
developed a Film Permit Ordinance. In addition, it is recommended that the appropriation for the Tri-County
Fair be increased by $5,000 for the specific purpose of making a contribution to help fund the Junior Livestock
Auction. As a result of these changes, Net County Cost is increased by $15,000.

Agricultural Commissioner/Sealer (023300). As in years past, the department is requesting recognition of an
increase in revenue and corresponding expense of $65,949 associated with increases in Un-refunded Gas Tax
receipts. This request includes an Operating Transfer Out of $65,949 to the Agricultural Commissioner
Building Trust. In addition to this balanced appropriation change, the department also secks to increase
revenue by an additional $2,930 due to actuals received to date. As a result, there is a decrease in Net County
Cost of $2,930.

CAO (010200). An additional $6,000 is being requested in this budget to begin funding the County’s
membership and participation in the Western Counties Alliance. This will increase Net County Cost by $6,000.

CAO - Economic Development (010202). This budget is being amended to recognize $1,499 in
administrative reimbursement from the department’s management of the Indian Gaming Special Distribution
Fund grant program this year. This revenue is being recognized so that it can be preserved for use on economic
development projects in future budgets as deferred revenue. Recognizing this revenue results in decreasing Net
County Cost by $1,499.

Contingencies (087100). The Contingencies budget is being increased by $26,779 to recognize changes in
Net County Cost in General Fund budgets specifically discussed elsewhere in this report. These include:
Advertising County Resources (-$15,000); Agricultural Commissioner (+$2,930); CAO - General (-$6,000);
CAO - Economic Development (+$1,499); District Attorney (-$1,650); Health and Human Services -
General Relief ($+45,000). This leaves $173,571 in General Fund Contingencies.

District Attorney — (022400). The budget requires use of $1,650 from Contingencies to fund unanticipated
personnel expense and additional travel expenses. The result increases Net County Cost by $1,650.

Health — Social Services (055800). The department is requesting revenues and expenditures in this budget
be increased by $150,432, This is to recognize revenues providing reimbursement for costs associated with
the Wrap-around Program. There is no change in Net County Cost.

Museum (077000). This budget is being amended to recognize $5,200 in revenue to purchase a separate
server necessary to store high resolution digitized images. Currently, these images are utilizing space/memory
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allotted to the Museum through the County’s computer network. It has been determined that these images, as
well at the Museum’s Past Perfect computer data base should be moved onto a separate server. Revenue for
this purchase is from donations, therefore, there is no change in Net County Cost.

Probation (023000). This budget is being amended to increase revenue and expense by $4,100. The
expenditure, which is beyond the departments’ control, is due to a Common Area Maintenance bill received
for parking lots repairs at its leased office space in Bishop. However, the department was able to recognize an
off-setting increase in revenue from Public Safety funding. Therefore, there is no change to Net County Cost,

Sheriff — General (022700). It necessary to increase Motor pool expense by $124,000 in this budget due to
increased motor pool mileage attributed to the department being fully staffed. To offset this increase in
expense, the department is requesting recognition of additional Public Safety revenue in the amount of
$84,045, based on current apportionments being received, as well as recognition of the award of an Indian
Gaming grant ($39,955) for reimbursement of costs associated with casino operations in Bishop. These
amendments result in no change in Net County Cost.

NON-GENERAL FUND:

Non-General Fund budgets with significant Third Quarter changes requiring your Board’s approval are
discussed below in addition to being identified in Attachment B:

Child Support Services (022501). This budget is being amended to increase revenue and expense by $15,088
to appropriate a Scanning Grant the department has received. There is no change Net Cost to Fund.

Computer Upgrade (011808). Information Services is requesting the purchase of replacement computers and
memory upgrades totaling $142,000. The countywide computer software upgrade, from Windows XP to
Windows 7, has resulted in exposing inadequacies in some existing equipment for business purposes. In
addition, computers purchased as part of the Network Project several years ago are in need of replacement,
which is proposed to be accomplished over time through the implementation of a Technology Refresh
program. The requested funds will allow the purchase of new computers that will serve to ‘seed’ the Tech
Refresh program, which will be funded in future budgets through charges to individual budget units similar to
how the Motor Pool Program functions. There is sufficient Fund Balance available for these purchases.

District Attorney — OES-SRVP (620910). This amendment is to recognize an additional allocation of $675
which must be spent by June 30, 2012. Revenue and expense have been increased accordingly, with no change
to Net Cost to Fund.

Network/Electrical Project (011805). The Electrical System Upgrade project required $7,000 in change
orders to complete the project. Net Cost to Fund is therefore increased, but sufficient Fund Balance is
available.

Health - IMAAA (612500). Due to a TCM Audit Disallowance of $68,304, the department is proposing to
recognize $9,941 in one-time Federal funding, $4,000 in Donations, $10,314 in Operating Transfers from Title
V trust, as well as minor increases in revenue, for a total of $39,805. The Department is also requesting the use
of $28,499 in Salary Savings to offset the increased expense of $68,304 necessary to payback the disallowance.
This results in no change to Net Cost to Fund.
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Health — Maternal Child Health (641611). This budget has received an additional allocation of $8,559,
therefore, the department is increasing revenue and expense accordingly, The Net Cost to Fund remains
unchanged.

Motor Pool Operating (200100). Based on increases in miles traveled, and the current cost of fuel being
used by the Motor Pool fleet, it is necessary to increase revenue and expense by $75,000. Also included in this
request, is increased revenue and expense of $29,270 to complete the purchase of the used WIC vehicle from
the Health and Human Services department approved by your Board last month to resolve an audit finding.

Motor Pool Replacement (200200). This budget is requesting an increased Net Cost to Fund of $29,270 to
facilitate the Operating Transfer to purchase of the above referenced purchase of the WIC vehicle. There is
sufficient Fund Balance available,

County Service Area #2 (810001). The department is requesting that the appropriation for Professional and
Special Services be increased by $19,267 to cover the extension of the contract for maintaining the sewer
system ($1,402) and in anticipation of additional Forest Service billings which may be owed pending the
results of ongoing discussions regarding the County’s share of costs ($17,864). There is Fund Balance
available to cover these expenses. However, your Board could elect not to appropriate these additional funds
pending the outcome of the current review; recognizing that, historically, the County’s cost has been capped at
$25,000 per year.

Public Works — Deferred Maintenance (011501). This budget is being amended to recognize an Operating
Transfer In from the Criminal Justice Facility Trust for $1,400 to replace carpet in the Probation office in
Independence. Expense in Professional Services is increased by $1,400. There is no change in Net Cost to
Fund.

Public Works - Eastern Sierra Regional Airport (150100). The department is requesting to increase fuel
revenue and expense by $40,247 based on actual and projected sales, resulting in no change to Net Cost to
Fund.

Public Works - Water System — Independence (152101). The budget requires $497 in increased expense to
extend the contract for hydrant replacement. There is sufficient fund balance available for this increase in Net
Cost to Fund.

Road Project - State Funded Roads (034601). The Road department is requesting an increase in Internal
Charges of $317,210 in anticipation of performing more Prop 1B projects. Please note that no changes were
requested to the Road budget to recognize additional revenues associated with potential Road billings to State
Funded Road Projects for materials and labor used for these additional Prop B projects so, if the Road budget
is the intended recipient of the internal charges being identified in the State Funded Roads budget, the revenue
would simply fall to Road Fund Balance. The Net Cost to Fund is increased by $317,210, but sufficient Fund
Balance is available.

Sheriff - Cal-Mmet Task Force (671410). This budget is being amended to recognize $1,898 in additional
allocation and corresponding expense that needs to be spent by December 31, 2012. Therefore, there is no
change in Net Cost to Fund.
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FY 2012-2013 BUDGET PROCESS

Uncertainties regarding the State Budget notwithstanding, the FY 2012-2013 Budget process is underway. A
copy of the Preliminary FY 2012-2013 Budget Calendar is provided as Attachment C.

ALTERNATIVES:

Your Board has the option not to approve any of the specific recommendations and/or provide staff other
direction.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT:

All County departments provided the information necessary to compile this report, which was developed in
collaboration with the County Auditor-Controller.

FINANCING:

The financial impacts to the County are reflected in the discussion and recommendations above, and the budget
impacts are included in Attachments A and B (Attachment A represents the General Fund budget, and
Attachment B represents the Non-General Fund budget).

SPEED ZONE ON US 395 =
The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) has conducted a speed zone survey onh
US 395, in Independence, from postmile (PM) 72.6, just north of Dump Road, to PM 74.8yjust

north of Airport Road. =

The MUTCD and Caltrans Policy Directive 09-04 require setting a speed limit at the nearest 5 mph
increment to the 85% speed of free flowing traffic. The MUTCD and Caltrans Policy Directive 09-04
also allow for a 5 mph speed limit reduction below the 85%, where an engineering study indicates the
need for reduction in speed to match existing conditions with the traffic safety needs of the community
and such reduction will facilitate the safe and orderly flow of traffic.

Other factors that may be considered when establishing speed limits include the following:
A. Road characteristics, shoulder condition, grade, alignment, and sight distance;

B. The pace speed;

C. Roadside development and environment;

D. Parking practices and pedestrian activity; and

E. Reported crash experience for at least a 12-month period.

CVC Section 22354.5 (b) states, “The city council or board of supervisors of a city or county through
which any portion of a state highway subject to subdivision extends may conduct a public hearing on the
proposed increase or decrease at a convenient location as near as possible to that portion of state
highway. The Department of Transportation shall take into consideration the results of the public
hearing in determining whether to increase or decrease the speed limit.”

The results of this speed study support changing the speed limit to 35 mph from PM 73.0 to PM 73.9.
See the attached map of the proposed speed zone for the exact limits and changes. After evaluating
current critical and pace speeds it is recommended that a 30 mph speed limit be implemented to be in
concurrence with section 2B.13 of the MUTCD. The 30 mph speed limit was obtained by a 5 mph
reduction of the critical speed of 35 mph due to roadside development, reported collision experience and
pedestrian activity as described in section 2B.13 of the MUTCD. This recommendation was discussed
with the California Highway Patrol (CHP) and the local CHP management is in support of posting this

speed limit.
