2015-16 Advertising County Resources Budget.

DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATION: Approve a payment of $2,000 to the Inyo Register for online
advertising which ran from December 2014 through January 2015, from the Advertising County Resources, Advertising
Budget.

SUMMARY DISCUSSION: A series of online advertisements were placed in the winter of 2014-15 through the Inyo
Register and Crow Fly Media. The ads promoted Inyo County’s winter fishing and general travel opportunities to potential
visitors in Southern California, Bakersfield, California, and Las Vegas, Nevada. The County agreed to pay $2,000 for
these services.

Unfortunately, the invoice for the advertising was sent to the office of the Public Administrator. Since the invoice was
misdirected, it was overlooked and not paid. The vendor did not bring it to the attention of the County that the invoice
remained unpaid until after the close of the 2014-15 fiscal year.

Charges for services incurred during the prior fiscal year cannot be paid without your Board's authorization. There is
enough money in the 2015-16 Advertising County Resources budget to pay the outstanding invoice without impacting this
fiscal year's ongoing advertising campaign, since the county will not be advertising (at a cost of $3,000) in the 2016
National Parks Special Travel Section of USA Today. As the County received the agreed-upon services, it is requested
that your Board authorize payment from the Advertising County Resources Budget.

ALTERNATIVES: The Board could deny the request.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT: County Administrator's Office.

FINANCING: Payment of the $2,000 in advertising costs would come out of the 2015-16 Advertising County
Resources Budget (011400) which is financed from the General Fund. The advertising campaign is funded through the
ACR Advertising Budget (5263), which has a board-approved allocation of $35,000 for 2015-16.

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

The current lease for this property is with Donald Lee Christenson, M.D. and Barbara Ann Christenson (with Cody and
Carol Christenson listed as trustees). Temporary Power of Attorney was given to Carol Christenson (a trustee). However,
with the passing of both Donald and Barbara Christenson, Carol is releasing interest in the Christenson trust and had her
name removed from the trust.

Public Works is now requesting a new lease be signed with the Cody Christenson Revocable Trust, as it is the new owner
of the property located at 380 N. Mt. Whitney in Lone Pine California. Health and Human Services has offices located at
this building and has for many years.

SECTION TWO. DESCRIPTION.

Lessor hereby leases to County that real property described as

Said real property, hereinafter referred to as "leased premises,”" is leased on the terms and conditions
hereafter set forth.

SECTION THREE. PARKING.

County shall have reasonable non-exclusive use of the parking areas located

SECTION FOUR.  INITIAL TERM AND OPTIONS.

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SECTION FIVE. EARLY TERMINATION.

The ability of County to enter into this Lease is based upon available funding from various sources
such as, without limitation, grants or other appropriations from other governmental entities. This Lease may
be terminated by County at its sole discretion by first giving to Lessor no less than sixty (60) day written notice
in the event that, for reasons not reasonably within County's control, such funding from one or more of such
sources fails, is reduced, or is otherwise modified in such a manner as to render all or part of the funding
unavailable for payment of rent pursuant to this Lease.

SECTION SIX. HOLDING OVER.

Any holding over at the expiration of said term, or extensions thereof, with the consent of Lessor,
either expressed or implied, shall be construed to be a tenancy from month to month at the same rental as
paid for the last month of the lease period, and shall be otherwise upon the same terms and conditions as
are herein provided. Such holding over shall include any time required by County to remove its equipment
and fixtures.

SECTION SEVEN. RENT.

SECTION EIGHT. PRORATED RENT.

The County shall not be liable for rent until such time as County occupies the leased premises. The
rent shall be prorated daily for the number of days that the building is occupied by County in its initial
occupancy, if less than a full month, and in holding over pursuant to Section Six. (Holding Over).

SECTION NINE. USE.

It is the intention of the County to occupy and use the leased premises for
Health and Human Services Programs

County may use leased premises for other governmental uses, but such uses are subject to approval of the
Lessor, which approval shall not unreasonably be withheld.

However,
nothing in this clause shall excuse the County from the payment of any rental or other charge required of
County, except as may be expressly provided elsewhere in this Lease.

SECTION SEVENTEEN. WASTE.

County shall give prompt notice to Lessor of any damages to the leased premises and shall not
commit, or suffer to be committed, any waste or injury, or allow any public or private nuisance on the leased
premises.

In the event that the leased premises shall be substantially damaged by any cause during the term of
this Lease or extension thereof, other than through the fault or neglect of County, to such an extent that the
leased premises cannot be repaired in ninety (90) days, this Lease may be terminated by either party at its
option by giving written notice of intention to the other party within thirty (30) days following said destruction; if
this Lease is not so terminated, County shall not be liable for any rent until repairs have been made or
reconstruction completed by Lessor, so that the leased premises are again ready for occupancy. If the
leased premises are substantially damaged or destroyed through the sole fault or negligence of County, its

Any and all claims
for any damages referred to in this clause are hereby waived by Lessor, who agrees, to the extent authorized
by law, to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the County from and against any and all losses, liabilities,
claims, damages, and actions of any kind or nature, including court costs and attorney fees, arising from acts
or omissions identified immediately above for which the County shall not be liable. County shall, to the extent
authorized by law, defend, indemnify, and hold harmless Lessor from and against the same, which is
occasioned by, growing out of, arising, or resulting from any willful or negligent act or omission on the part of
County, its officers, employees, or agents.

SECTION TWENTY. RIGHT OF ENTRY.

Upon 24 hours advance notice to Lessee, Lessor reserves the right to enter at all reasonable times
upon any part of the leased premises, to inspect and examine the same, or to see that the covenants of this
Lease are being kept and performed.

DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATIONS:

The Public Works Department/Road Department requests the Board:

1. Declare Granite Construction Company as a sole source provider for approximately 1,600 tons of Plant
Mix Asphalt material for various projects in Inyo County at a price of $90 dollars per ton for the time
period October 15, 2015 to November 30, 2015 and authorize the director of Public Works to enter into
a Blanket Purchase Order for Plant Mix Asphalt in an amount not to exceed
$175,000 dollars, contingent upon the Board of Supervisors approval of future budgets.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

The Inyo County Road Department recently sought bids for Plant Mix Asphalt. The bid opening on October 5,
2015 resulted in no bids being submitted. The Road Department contacted the sales representative from Granite
Construction Company and apparently the bid opening date was missed by their staff. Due to the absence of
bids being submitted and for reasons listed below, the Road Department is asking your board to declare Granite
Construction Company to be the “sole source” provider for Plant Mix Asphalt at the price per ton quoted above
in an amount not to exceed $175,000 dollars.

Granite Construction Company owns and operates the Five Bridges Asphalt Materials plant in Bishop,
California. The Five Bridges plant has had several different owners but has been the lone supplier for asphalt in
Inyo County for more than 30 years. Because of the limited amount of large asphalt projects, there has never
been the need for another permanent asphalt plant in Inyo County. Occasionally CalTrans will have a large
project and a contractor may set up a temporary asphalt plant, specific to that project. These asphalt plants are
not available to the County or to private business for the purchase of material. There is an asphalt plant in Lee
Vining but this plant is owned by Granite Contruction Company as well.

The Road Department needs asphalt for several projects and for routine maintenance. One of these projects is
for a facility in Big Pine. Inyo County was able to receive mitigation money from the Great Basin Unified Air
Control District to pave the entrance road and parking lot in front of the Glacier View camp ground in Big Pine,
California. This area is used by various organizations, including veterans groups, for flag ceremonies and
Vetran’s Day celebrations. The Big Pine Civic Club decorates the Big Pine Christmas tree and holds other
small events there as well. There is also a small information area that depicts some of the mountain peaks in the
Big Pine area for visitors. This is also the main access for the Gracier View camp ground. The funding for this
project will expire at the end of December, 2015. If this area is not paved, Inyo County will lose the money and
a great opportunity to improve and enhance this highly visible and often used facility. The timeline becomes
even more critical as the aspalt plant is scheduled to close in November and winter is fast approaching.



This accelerated timeline makes it very difficult for the Road Department to go back out to bid for Plant Mix
Asphalt. To re-advertise, open bids and schedule award of the bids would take at least 30 days, provided
everything went perfectly. This delay will shorten or possibly prevent the completion of any asphalt
maintenance or paving projects this fall.

Taking into consideration the information provided above and that the Road Department did go through the

formal bid proces with no results, the Road Department believes that declaring Granite Construction Company
to be the “sole source” provider for Plant Mix Asphalt is warranted and a valid use of the “sole source” option.

ALTERNATIVES:

Your Board could choose to deny the sole source request and not approve the blanket purchase order. This not
recommended as it could result in project delays or the loss of money to do a much needed improvement project
in Big Pine.

Request your Board ratify and approve the Amendment A02 to the Standard Agreement between the County of
Inyo and the Department of Health Care Services for Substance Use Disorder Services, recognizing an increase of
$17,847, for a total contract amount of $1,275,122, for the period beginning July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2017,
contingent upon the Board’s adoption of future budgets, and authorize the Chairperson to sign five original
signature pages plus one original signature on the Certification (CCC-307).

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:
This Agreement was received by our department on September 10, 2015, the routing process to get this on Board’s
agenda began the same day. It is due back to the State with Board minutes indicating approval by November 8.

This is the standard contract between the County of Inyo and the Department of Health Care Services for substance
use disorder services for a three-year cycle. In addition to the increase of $17,847 for purposes of
matching/drawing down federal Medicaid revenues (for a maximum of around $35,000), other changes include:
1) A recognition of the blending of the County Alcohol and Drug Program Administrators Association with the
Mental Health Directors Association into the newly named County Behavioral Health Directors Association
(CBHDA), and to require participation in such meetings by the designated County Alcohol and Drug Program
Administrator who is HHS Assistant Director Marilyn Mann in Inyo County.
2) Changes to the definitions of “units of service” to “utilization” of services for purposes of calculating costs.
3) Provision of some “clean-up” of administrative language for purposes of compliance with Drug Medi-Cal
regulations, including deletion of the use of “satellite clinics,” and minor changes to the program complaint
process.
4) Provision of some “clean-up” of administrative language around year-end cost settlement reports.
5) Tightening up electronic reporting requirements of service activities.
6) Clarification of language for required training on the electronic reporting system.
7) Tightening up language on use of federal primary prevention funds and reporting requirements, including a
new mid-year budget submission to the State for primary prevention services.
8) Reporting requirements around changes in Drug Medi-Cal providers and or reduction/relocation of Drug
Medi-Cal services.
9) Clarification of county’s role in oversight of any Drug Medi-Cal providers, and county’s role in oversight,
responding to provider deficiencies and Medi-Cal overpayments.
10) A reduction in targeted HIV Set-Aside funding.
11) Updated rates for Drug Medi-Cal services.

2. LABOR CODE/WORKERS' COMPENSATION: Contractor needs to be aware of the
provisions which require every employer to be insured against liability for Worker's
Compensation or to undertake self-insurance in accordance with the provisions, and
Contractor affirms to comply with such provisions before commencing the performance
of the work of this Agreement.

5. CORPORATE QUALIFICATIONS TO DO BUSINESS IN CALIFORNIA:

a. When agreements are to be performed in the state by corporations, the contracting
agencies will be verifying that the contractor is currently qualified to do business in
California in order to ensure that all obligations due to the state are fulfilled.

b. "Doing business" is defined in R&TC Section 23101 as actively engaging in any
transaction for the purpose of financial or pecuniary gain or profit. Although there are
some statutory exceptions to taxation, rarely will a corporate contractor performing
within the state not be subject to the franchise tax.

c. Both domestic and foreign corporations (those incorporated outside of California) must
be in good standing in order to be qualified to do business in California. Agencies will
determine whether a corporation is in good standing by calling the Office of the Secretary
of State.

Request your Board find that, consistent with the adopted Authorized Position Review Policy:

A) The availability of funding for the position of Health and Human Services Specialist (HHS Specialist)III
exists, as certified by the Health and Human Services Director and concurred with by the County
Administrator, and Auditor-Controller; and

B) Where internal candidates meet the qualifications for the position, the vacancy could possibly be filled
through an internal recruitment, but an open recruitment would be more appropriate to ensure qualified
applicants apply; and

C) Approve the hiring of one HHS Specialist III at Range 57 ($3,232 - $3,927)

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

A Health and Human Services Specialist in our Adult and Children’s Social Services Division will become vacant as
a result of a retirement on December 1, 2015. The HHS Specialists perform many vital duties across both the
children’s and adult social services programs. This position has the primary responsibility for providing support to
the Adult Social Services division, including data management of In Home Supportive Services (IHSS) and the
California Automated Reporting System (CARS) for ESAAA and I.C. GOLD; providing Information and Assistance
and Telephone Reassurance services for Inyo and Mono counties through ESAAA; accepting and tracking outcomes
of reports of suspected abuse or neglect of elderly and dependent adults; assisting with IHSS reassessments; and,
providing assistance to the Children’s Social Services division as needed. The use of our HHS Specialists to
support our social worker staff is critical to the overall functioning of the Adult and Children’s Social Services
division, as they ensure that social workers are supported in a manner that promotes their ability to effectively assess
and support the safety of children and our elderly/dependent adult populations. This position also provides some
entry level case management support to both the Adult and Children’s Social Services programs, helping to further
support the social workers, as they continue to incorporate increased state and federal requirements.

The Department is respectfully requesting authorization to hire a Health and Human Services Specialist III in the
Adult and Children’s Social Services Division.

ALTERNATIVES:

Your Board could choose not to authorize the hiring of the HHS Specialist position. This would severely impact the
division’s ability to perform the mandated duties of the division, maintain timely data entry and reporting in child
welfare, IHSS and CARS and to provide support to the social work staff in both Child Welfare and Adult Services.



OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT:

Courts, law enforcement, probation, mental health, Pioneer Home Health, Northern Inyo Hospital, Southern Inyo
Hospital, Wild Iris, and CASA.

FINANCING:
State and Federal funding, along with Social Services Realignment funds and County General Funds. This position
is budgeted in Social Services (055800) for 30%; ICGOLD (056100) for 25% and ESAAA (683000) for 45% in the

salaries and benefits object codes.

SUBJECT: Amendment No. Three to the contract between the County of Inyo and Willdan Engineering

DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATION: Request the Board approve Amendment No. Three to the
contract between County of Inyo and Willdan Engineering (Willdan) to (1) revise Section 2 (Term) of the
Agreement to extend the termination date of the Agreement to December 31, 2016; and (2) amend Section
3(D) (Limit Upon Amount Payable under Agreement) to increase the contract limit by $10,000 to a total of
$80,500; and (3) authorize the Chairperson to sign, contingent upon the adoption of future budgets and
obtaining appropriate signatures.

SUMMARY DISCUSSION: On June 19, 2012, the Board entered into a sole-source Contract with
Willdan Engineering to provide Planning Services related to the Inyo National Forest (INF) Plan
Update/Revision. Thus far, Mr. Doug Wilson of Willdan has worked with the County and the US Forest
Service to develop a Memorandum of Understanding outlining how the County and the Forest Service will
coordinate during the Plan Revision process and has reviewed and provided comments on all of the
documents that the Forest Service has released up to this point. Mr. Wilson has participated in meetings on
behalf of County staff and has continually worked to ensure that the County’s voice is heard throughout the
Plan Revision process. Additional work that Willdan will be assisting with includes reviewing and
providing comments on the Plan Revision and corresponding Environmental Impact Statement (EIS),
participating in coordination meetings, potentially attending meetings and public meetings on behalf of the
County, and reviewing and providing comments on any other documents released prior to adoption of the
Plan Amendment and EIS. Therefore, Willdan has acquired knowledge seminal to this proposed Plan
Amendment and the EIS going forward

Willdan’s scope of work allows the County to utilize Willdan’s staff with expertise in planning, biology,
and other technical topics to review and provide input into the Forest Plan revision and EIS, and the
additional funding and time is necessary to allow for the County to continue utilizing Willdan’s expertise
through next fiscal year’s budget process. The Forest Plan Revision is scheduled to be completed in 2016.

ALTERNATIVES: The Board could not approve the amendment. This is not recommended as
Willdan’s expertise is a valuable asset for the County to utilize in reviewing the INF Plan Revision and
EIS documents.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT: Department of Agriculture, U.S. Forest Service; Mono, Fresno,
Madera, and Tuolumne counties; Town of Mammoth Lakes and City of Bishop; Inyo County Counsel,
Water Department, Sheriff, Agriculture Commission; other interested person and organizations.

FINANCING: Expenses were included in the Planning Department’s Fiscal Year 2015-2016 Board
Approved Budget (023800) in Object Code 5265 (Professional Services) to compensate Willdan for its
services, and adequate resources remain in this Object Code for this contract amendment. Revenue for the
additional resources is available in Operating Transfers In (Revenue Code 4998). This funding is provided
via Geothermal Royalties, and has been utilized for the expenses related to the Willdan contract.

DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATIONS: Request that your Board: 1) award the Construction Contract
for the Bishop Airport — Airfield Pavement Crack Repairs, Pavement Sealing and Paint Marking, and Terminal
Area Security Fencing Project to Pave-Tech, Inc. of Vista, California in the amount of $1,219,577.09; and 2)
authorize the Board Chairperson to sign the contract, contingent upon the appropriate signatures being obtained,
and, 3) authorize the Public Works Director to execute all other contract documents, including contract change
orders to the extent permitted by Public Contract Code Section 20142 and other applicable law.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION: At the August 11, 2015 meeting of the Board of Supervisors, the Board approved
plans and specifications for the Bishop Airport — Airfield Pavement Crack Repairs, Pavement Sealing and Paint
Marking, and Terminal Area Security Fencing Project, and authorized the Public Works Director to advertise the
project for bids. At the same meeting, the Board authorized the Public Works Director to sign the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA) Airport Improvement Program (AIP) Grant Agreement for construction of the
project.

On September 2, 2015, bids were opened for the project. The project bid contained three (3) Bid schedules (A, B,
and C) with several bid additive items listed for each schedule. This was recommended by the FAA and allowed
flexibility in awarding portions of the work should the available FAA grant fund amount be lower than needed to
construct the entire project scope of work. After the bid was received and sent to FAA for review and approval,
the County was informed that the FAA Grant Funding amount available would be $1,422,356. Pave-Tech Inc.
submitted the sole bid in the following amount representing the total price for Base Bid Schedules A, B, and C:

Pave-Tech, Inc. $2,897,985.58

The Pave-Tech, Inc. bid was reviewed by County Counsel and found to be responsive to the bid proposal
requirements.

Based on Pave-Tech, Inc.’s total bid price of $2,897,985.58, and available FAA grant funding amount of
$1,422,356, Public Works has reduced the project scope of work to match the available FAA federal grant amount
resulting in a revised project construction total amount of $1,219,577.09. Pave-Tech, Inc. has agreed to enter into
a Contract for this reduced amount of work.

The FAA grant agreement was signed by the Public Works Director and County Counsel on September 16, 2015,
and returned to'the. FAA. The FAA grant agreement amount was $1,422,356 which represents the federal 90%
share of the overall project cost of $1,580,395. If the Board approves the resolution to submit a California
Division of Aeronautics (CDA) state matching grant application for the project, which is also on today’s agenda,
the Public Works Department will submit an application for a matching grant from the CDA for 5 percent of the
federal grant amount, or $71,118.00. The local match for remainder of the project cost is $86,922.00.

The FAA and CDA grants, if the Board approves the resolution to submit the CDA application, will reimburse the
county for approximately 95 percent of the construction costs. Therefore, because there is adequate funding for
the project, and the low bidder, Pave-Tech, Inc., is responsive to the requirements of the bid proposal, the Public
Works Department requests that the Board award the contract for the Bishop Airport — Airfield Pavement Crack
Repairs, Pavement Sealing and Paint Marking, and Terminal Area Security Fencing Project. of $1,219,577.09.

ALTERNATIVES: The Board could choose not to approve the construction contract for the Bishop Airport —
Airfield Pavement Crack Repairs, Pavement Sealing and Paint Marking, and Terminal Area Security Fencing
Project.. This is not recommended because the FAA grant is in place, and the improvements are needed.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT: The Auditor’s Office to make payments to the contractor after the
contract is awarded; County Counsel to review and approve the contract documents; and, FAA and CDA to
reimburse the County for their share of project costs.

FINANCING: The project is funded by the FAA’s AIP, which will reimburse the county for 90 percent of the
currently estimated total project cost of $1,580,395.00, or $1,422,356.00. Additionally, the County is applying
for California Department of Aeronautics funding in the amount of $71,118, which represents 4.5% of the total
project cost. All costs will be paid through budget unit 630303, Bishop Airport Improvement Projects, object code
5700, Construction in Progress.

be considered necessary to pay laborers and mechanics, including apprentices,
trainees, and helpers, employed by CONTRACTOR or any subcontractor the full
amount of wages required by the contract. In the event of failure to pay any laborer
or mechanic, including any apprentice, trainee, or helper, employed or working on
the site of work, all or part of the wages required by the Agreement, the Federal
Aviation Administration may, after written notice to CONTRACTOR, applicant, or
COUNTY, take such action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any
further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations have ceased.

3. Payrolls and basic records:

a. Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be maintained by
CONTRACTOR during the course of the work and preserved for a period of
three years thereafter for all laborers and mechanics working at the site of the
work. Such records shall contain the name, address, and social security number
of each such worker, his or her correct classification, hourly rates of wages paid
(including rates of contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits
or cash equivalents thereof of the types described in 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-
Bacon Act), daily and weekly number of hours worked, deductions made and
actual wages paid.

i. CONTRACTOR shall submit weekly for each week in which any contract
work is performed a copy of all payrolls to the Federal Aviation
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contractor or subcontractor to civil or criminal prosecution under Section
1001 of Title 18 and Section 231 of Title 31 of the United States Code.

¢. CONTACTOR or subcontractor shall make the records required under paragraph
(3)(i) of this section available for inspection, copying or transcription by
authorized representatives of the COUNTY, the Federal Aviation Administration
or the Department of Labor, and shall permit such representatives to interview
employees during working hours on the job. If CONTRACTOR or subcontractor
fails to submit the required records or to make them available, the Federal agency
may, after written notice to CONTRACTOR, applicant or COUNTY, take such
-action—as-may-be-necessary-to-cause-the-suspension—of-any-further-payment;
advance, or guarantee of funds. Furthermore, failure to submit the required
records upon request or to make such records available may be grounds for
debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

4. Apprentices and Trainees.

a. Apprentices. Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the
predetermined rate for the work they performed when they are employed
pursuant to and individually registered in a bona fide apprenticeship program
registered with the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training
Administration, Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training, or with a State
Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Bureau, or if a person is employed in
his or her first 90 days of probationary employment as an apprentice in such an
apprenticeship program, who is not individually registered in the program, but
who has been certified by the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training or a State
Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to be eligible for probationary
employment as an apprentice. The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen
on the job site in any craft classification shall not be greater than the ratio
permitted to the contractor as to the entire work force under the registered
program. Any worker listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who is not
registered or otherwise employed as stated above, shall be paid not less than the
applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the classification of work
actually performed. In addition, any apprentice performing work on the job site
in excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not
less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work
actually performed. Where a contractor is performing construction on a project in
a locality other than that in which its program is registered, the ratios and wage
rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman's hourly rate) specified in the
contractor's or subcontractor's registered program shall be observed. Every
apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the registered
program for the apprentice's level of progress, expressed as a percentage of the
journeymen hourly rate specified in the applicable wage determination.
Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the
apprenticeship program. If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe
benefits, apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed on the
wage determination for the applicable classification. If the Administrator
determines that a different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice
classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance with that determination. In the
event the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training, or a State Apprenticeship
Agency recognized by the Bureau, withdraws approval of an apprenticeship
program, the contractor will no longer be permitted to utilize apprentices at less
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subcontractors) and the contracting agency, the U.S. Department of Labor, or the
employees or their representatives.
8. Certification of Eligibility.

a. By entering into this Agreement, CONTRACTOR certifies that neither it (nor he
or she) nor any person or firm who has an interest in the CONTRACTOR's firm
is a person or firm ineligible to be awarded Government contracts by virtue of
section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).

b. No part of this Agreement shall be subcontracted to any person or firm ineligible
for award of a Government contract by virtue of section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon
Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(T). e ' .

c. The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in the U.S. Criminal Code,
18 U.S.C. 1001.

9. California law requires:

a. Where funds provided through this Agreement are used for construction work, or
in support of construction work, CONTRACTOR shall ensure that the
requirements of California Labor Code (LC), Chapter 1, commencing with
Section 1720, Part 7 (pertaining to the payment of prevailing wages and
administered by the California Department of Industrial Relations) are met.

b. For the purposes of this requirement “construction work” includes, but is not
limited to rehabilitation, alteration, demolition, installation or repair done under
contract and paid for, in whole or in part, through this Agreement. All
construction work shall be done through the use of a written contract with a
properly licensed building contractor incorporating these requirements (the
“construction contract”). Where the construction contract will be between County
and a licensed building contractor, County shall serve as the “awarding body” as
that term is defined in the Labor Code. Where County will provide funds to a
third party that will enter into the construction contract with a licensed building
contractor, the third party shall serve as the “awarding body.” Prior to any
disbursement of funds, including but not limited to release of any final retention
payment, the Department may require a certification from the awarding body that
prevailing wages have been or will be paid.

XIV. OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTH ACT OF 1970:
A. All contracts and subcontracts must meet comply with the Occupational Safety and

Health Act of 1970, 20 CFR Part 1910.

B. SAFETY TRAINING:

1. CONTRACTOR shall provide such safety and other training as needed to assure
work will be performed in a safe and healthful manner "in a language" that is
understandable to employees receiving the training. The training shall in all respects
be in compliance with CALOSHA (See Subchapter 4 and 7, Cal/OSHA T8

C. All contracts and subcontracts that result from this Agreement shall incorporate all

G. The certification concerns a matter within the jurisdiction of an agency of the United
States of America and the making of a false, fictitious, or fraudulent certification may
render the maker subject to prosecution under Title 18, United States Code, Section
1001.

XVIII. VETERAN’S PREFERENCE: In the employment of labor (except in executive,

administrative, and supervisory positions), preference must be given to Vietnam era
veterans, Persian Gulf veterans, Afghanistan-Iraq war veterans, disabled veterans, and small

business-concerns-owned-and-controled-by-disabled-veterans-as-defined-in-Title-49-United

States Code, Section 47112. However, this preference shall apply only where the individuals
are available and qualified to perform the work to which the employment relates.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION: At the August 11, 2015 meeting of the Board of Supervisors, your Board
authorized the Public Works Director to execute the FAA AIP grant agreement for 90% of the funding needed
to construct the Bishop Airport — Airfield Pavement Crack Repairs, Pavement Sealing and Paint Marking, and
Terminal Area Security Fencing Project (Grant Offer No. 3-06-0024-017-2015) and the Independence Airport —
Runway 14-32 Pavement Crack Repair, Sealing and Marking Project (Grant Offer No. 3-06-0108-007-2015).
The California Department of Transportation, CDA, will provide matching grants equal to 5 percent of the FAA
grant amounts for each of these projects. The remaining match must be provided by Inyo County. Including
the matches, the total amount of funds available for constructing the Bishop Airport project will be $1,580,395,
and the Independence Airport project will be $337,090.

Each project’s CDA application requires that a Resolution be approved by the Board of Supervisors authorizing
the filing of the application and accepting the allocation of these funds. In addition, in order to expedite
processing of the matching grant agreement, the Resolution also authorizes the execution of the grant agreement
by the Public Works Director. Expediting the processing of the grant agreement is beneficial, as it ensures that
the matching funds will be available as soon as possible for reimbursement of construction costs. A Resolution
in the form recommended by the Division of Aeronautics has been prepared for each project and is attached for
Board approval.

Upon approval of the two (2) Resolutions, the Public Works Department will submit the applications to the
State Division of Aeronautics.

These 90 percent amounts are $1,422,356 for the Bishop
Airport project and $303,381 for the Independence Airport project. Additionally, the County is applying for
California Department of Aeronautics matching grant funding in the amount of $71,118 for the Bishop Airport
project and $15,169 for the Independence Airport project. The remaining matches of $86,922 for the Bishop
Airport project, and $18,540 for the Independence Airport will be provided by the County, with portions of each
of these being “in-kind” contributions.

DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATIONS:

Request your Board: 1) approve the recommended funding prioritization schedule; 2) authorize the expenditure
of Road Department funds for the Preliminary Engineering match if necessary; and 3) authorize the Public
Works Director to execute necessary project related documents such as the Project Agreement.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

In December of 2014, the County submitted a Federal Lands Access Program (FLAP) grant application to
reconstruct South Lake Road. In addition your Board authorized the Public Works Director to sign documents
related to the grant application and requested that the Inyo County Local Transportation Commission (LTC)
commit to programming up to $1 million in its 2016 Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP).
The LTC committed up to $1 million in the upcoming RTIP as matching funds. The County was selected to
receive the grant.

Funding Complications

There are some issues with the matching funds that warrant your Board taking another look at the grant.
Primarily, the initial feedback from the California Transportation Commission is that the 2016 Statewide
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) is underfunded. The draft STIP guidelines state that Regional
Transportation Planning Entities (such as the LTC) are unable to program any new projects without
deprogramming another existing project. The transportation funding picture has drawn attention statewide and
the California Legislature has held special sessions focused on transportation funding. There are multiple bills
regarding transportation funding currently being considered in Sacramento. The required project match has
increased to $1,480,512. The end result of this is that it is unclear if the LTC will be able to program the project
match in its 2016 RTIP. Staff recommends a funding strategy in the finance section below.

Project Description
The proposed project will:

1) Segment 1: Rehabilitate and widen the first 2.1 miles from the intersection with State Route 168 to the
Bishop Creek Lodge and Resort to accommodate a Class III shoulder. The proposed roadway section for
this segment is 28 feet wide with 11-foot lanes and 3-foot shoulders. The existing paved width along this
segment varies from 24-27 feet, with a wider bench width. Minor cuts and fills will be required where
the proposed section does not fit within the existing roadway bench. Construction of left-turn lanes into
the Four Jeffrey Campground is also included in Segment 1.

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2) Segment 2: Rehabilitate the next 3.7 miles from the Bishop Creek Lodge and Resort to just beyond
Parcher’s Road. The proposed roadway section for this segment is 24 feet with 11-foot lanes and 1-foot
shoulders. The existing paved width along this segment varies from 24-26 feet.

3) Segment 3: Rehabilitate the remaining 1.1 miles from Parcher’s Road to the end of the project. The
proposed roadway section for this segment is 22 feet with 10-foot lanes and 1-foot shoulders. The
existing paved width along this segment varies from 21-22 feet.

4) Improvements to paved and unpaved pullouts maintained by the County.

_____Inyo National Forest staff took an active role in the development of the project description and submitted a
letter of support for the project as a part of the grant application. The Forest Service additionally obtained
$270,000 in grant funding to improve parking areas next to the proposed project with construction occurring at
the same time.

1) Your Board could choose to select a different fund source prioritization.
2) Your Board could choose not to enter into an agreement to complete the grant because of funding
uncertainties.

FINANCING:

Each portion of the South Lake Road FLAP grant project requires a 12% match. The primary portion of the
matching funds will be required with the construction component. Construction is not scheduled until Federal
Fiscal Year 2019. This gives the County additional time to come up with the matching funds. The County could
proceed with the grant with the exact source of the construction matching funds to be determined. Below is a
table that analyzes several options. Staff recommends that the County proceed with the following funding

Assuming that no additional funds are added to the 2016 RTIP/STIP cycle or become available from the special
transportation legislative session, the match for the preliminary engineering will need to come from Road

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Department funds. The construction and contingency match will need to come from future funds (either a new
source enacted by the California Legislature or the 2018 RTIP/STIP). There is some risk to proceed with a
project where the construction match fund source has not been identified yet. The schedule for the
implementation of the project provides a several year window to identify funding. The project being ready for
construction will give the project some momentum. It will be difficult for the State to not assist in a project that
leverages 88.53% of Federal funds. There is an escape clause in the project agreement in case the funding is not
forthcoming. The project agreement provides an option for the County to stop work on the project. The project
agreement states in the termination clause that:

This agreement may also be terminated if either the NEPA process or funding availability requires a
change and the parties are not able to agree to the change.

Even if the County is not able to proceed, it is only required to fund its portion of the match to the date of the
project termination. This is a case where ideally the project can be completed. The project will be beneficial to
the County’s maintained mileage system. Staff believes that an appropriate source of funding will become
available and recommends moving forward with the project agreement to initiate the project. This will require
your Board to prioritize the funding for this project at a future date when an appropriate funding source is
forthcoming.

A. PURPOSE OF THIS AGREEMENT

This Agreement documents the intent of the parties and sets forth the anticipated responsibilities
of each party in the development, construction, and future maintenance of the subject project.
The purpose of the Agreement is to identify and assign responsibilities for the environmental

analysis, design, right-of-way, utilities, acquisition and construction as appropriate for_this

programmed project, and to ensure maintenance of the facility for public use if improvements are
made. The parties understand that any final decision as to design or construction will not be
made until after the environmental analyses required under the National Environmental Policy
Act (NEPA) and the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) are completed (this does not
prevent the parties from assigning proposed design criteria to be studied in the NEPA/CEQA
process.) Any decision to proceed with the design and construction of the project will depend on
the availability of appropriations at the time of obligation and other factors such as issues raised
during the NEPA/CEQA process, a natural disaster that changes the need for the project, a
change in Congressional direction, or other relevant factors.

If Federal Lands Access Program funds are used for the development or construction of this
project, Inyo County, California agrees to provide a matching share equal to 12.00% of the total
cost of the project, as detailed more fully in Sections J and K below.

B. AUTHORITY

This Agreement is entered into between the signatory parties pursuant to the provisions of 23
U.S.C. 204.

C. JURISDICTION AND MAINTENANCE COMMITMENT

Inyo County, California has jurisdictional authority to operate and maintain the existing facility
and will operate and maintain the completed project at its expense.

D. FEDERAL LAND MANAGEMENT AGENCY COORDINATION

Inyo County, California has coordinated project development with the Inyo National Forest.
The Inyo National Forest support of the project is documented in a letter from INF to Inyo
County dated January 27, 2015. Each party to this agreement who has a primary role in
NEPA/CEQA, right-of-way, design, or construction shall coordinate their activities with the Inyo
National Forest.

E. PROJECT BACKGROUND/SCOPE

This project will pulverize, and repave 6.9 miles of South Lake Road from State Route 168 to the
end of County maintenance and provide minor widening, minor drainage improvements, major
drainage structure improvements, improve slope stability as needed, rock scaling, provide

improved signing and striping of the roadway and other safety-related features necessary to meet
current design practice.

The purpose of this project is to improve and widen South Lake Road and provide safety
enhancements including signing, and striping. The roadway widening will accommodate a Class
111 bike lane for alternate transportation options in the lower portion of the corridor. This project
will-provide-overall-improved-access-to-the-Bishop-Creek-canyon-and-South Lake within the.
Inyo National Forest, which are high use and high economic generating Federal Lands
destinations.

General Project Description. This project will pulverize and repave 6.9 miles of South
Lake Road from the intersection with State Route 168 to South Lake. It includes minor
widening (along the first 2.1 miles) to accommodate a Class III bike lane in addition to
grading, pulverization of existing pavement, replacement of minor drainage structures, spot
repairs to major drainage structures, slope stabilization, rock scaling, placement of crushed
aggregate base and asphalt pavement, signing, striping, and other safety-related features.

Highway Design and Safety.

Segment 1 (MP 0.00 to 2.10) existing pavement width varies from 24-27 feet. The proposed
typical section is a 22 foot traveled way with 3 foot shoulders. The proposed shoulder width
will better accommodate bicycle use while trying to stay on the existing roadway bench.

Segment 2 (MP 2.10 to 5.80) existing pavement width varies from 24-26 feet. The proposed
typical section is a 22 foot traveled way with 1 foot shoulders. Segment 2 traverses through
private lands, through cuts and steeper drop-offs. The shoulder width was selected to
minimize ROW and environmental impacts while staying on the existing bench.

Segment 3 (MP 5.80 to 6.90) existing pavement width varies from 21-22 feet. The proposed
typical section is a 20 foot traveled way with 1 foot shoulders. Segment 3 traverses through
steep slopes immediately adjacent to Bishop Creek.

The speed limit on the route is currently not posted, with the exception of two locations
posted at 25 mph and 15 mph. The project includes proposing a posted speed limit of 45
mph where the route is currently not posted.

Crash data has been analyzed and there are several safety countermeasures to reduce the
number of crashes. Safety improvements include lowering the posted speed limit, installing
curve warning and chevron signs, wider edge line markings, intersection warning signs,
adding a left-turn lane at Four Jeffrey campground, pavement widening, and ditch
reconditioning and grading to develop clear zone.

Pavement. The programmed pavement section is full depth reclamation with 3” HMA over 6”
pulverized base.
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Bridge. If it is determined that the major Bishop Creek crossings need to be replaced, bridge
efforts include design and layout of the new culvert headwalls.

ROW. Initial research indicates there are up to 12 private parcels adjacent to the route.
There is a 60° ROW through the private parcels at the north end. FS thinks there is an SUP
with the County. Project would include development of a highway easement deed through

Utilities. There are overhead power lines along the route and poles within the clear zone in
many locations. There may be up to 5 poles that require relocation. There are also FS
owned water and sewer lines and phone lines.

Survey. A 4R level topo survey will be conducted for the first 2.1 miles and a 3R level topo
survey will be conducted for the remaining 4.8 mile including pullouts, parking areas,
driveways, and approach roads.

Geotechnical. Geotechnical investigations are required for pavement design, identifying
subexcavation and roadbed reconditioning locations, and identifying any potential slope
scaling locations.

Hydrology/Hydraulics. Drainage work will consist of culvert replacements for roadside
drainage culverts that are in poor condition or undersized, ditch grading, and installation of
underdrain in seep areas. There are 3 larger Bishop Creek crossings, 2 of which need culvert
headwall repairs. These spot repairs are included in the cost estimates in this agreement. An
option to replace 2 of these culverts is included for consideration based on the condition of
the existing culverts. If culvert replacement is determined necessary, hydraulics analyses
will be performed and new culverts will all have headwalls and cut off walls. Costs for
culvert replacement are estimated and included in the contingency below.

Environment and Permits. FHWA anticipates preparing a Categorical Exclusion. Inyo County
to complete CEQA (anticipated Mitigated Negative Declaration). Critical resource surveys
include wetland and waters of the US delineation, biological and cultural. Impacts to riparian
and/or wetland areas are anticipated and no potential mitigation sites were identified on-site.
Anticipated permits would include: Section 404 Individual Permit, Seciton 401 Water Quality
Certification, NPDES General Construction permit, and an encroachment permit from Caltrans.

Construction. One construction season is anticipated for this work. The roadway is to remain
open during construction with short duration closures as required to construct portions of the
project. Single lane closures with pilot cars and appropriate traffic control signing is anticipated.

Additional Forest Service Scope. The project will also include design and construction of
Forest Service maintained areas adjacent to South Lake Road, including the bike staging area,
Tyee Lakes Trailhead parking, parking areas at LaHuff picnic area and recreation cabins, boat
ramp, and dump station. Design and construction will be 100% funded by the Forest Service.

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

On September 1, 2015, your Board approved plans and specifications for the Bishop Wellness Center
Rehabilitation Project and authorized the Public Works Department to advertise and receive bids for the
project.

On September 23, 2015, two (2) bids were received and opened by the Assistant Board Clerk. These bids
have been reviewed by County Counsel and deemed responsive to the bid documents. A bid tabulation sheet
is attached for your review.

Garic Construction of Placerville, CA, provided the lowest base bid of $86,866.00, which was within
$600.00 of the engineer’s estimate.

Per CA Public Contract Code Section 10126(c)(1), the lowest responsive base bid amount shall be used to
determine the low bidder. Therefore, the Public Works Department is recommending that the Board award
the bid to Garic Construction in a total base bid contract amount of $86,866.00.

ALTERNATIVES:

Your Board could choose to not award the contract to Garic Construction, and again re-bid the project. This
is not recommended, as the low bid price received for the project is competitive after review by the Public
Works Department.

CAO RECOMMENDATION:

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

The Lone Pine Road area encompasses a vast amount of territory and has a significant amount of roads to be
maintained. Every time there is a mechanical breakdown of equipment, the Road Department has to send one
or more mechanics from the Mazourka Shop in Independence to make repairs. Depending upon the shop’s
workload and the location of the equipment that needs repair, it could easily take all day to make even minor
repairs because of the long travel times. In May of 2014, the Road Department asked your board to convert one
of the shop mechanic positions to a mechanic/operator position and to move that position from the Mazourka
shop in Independence to the Lone Pine road yard. This move turned out to be very beneficial as it improved
efficiency and cut down on equipment repair time for the Lone Pine road crew. This position is currently
vacant and the Road Department wishes to fill the vacancy at this time. The Mechanic/Operator I/II is paid at a
Range 58 and currently receives a 2 % % tool allowance for replacement of personal tools that are lost or
damaged in the course of work.

ALTERNATIVES:
1. The Board could choose not to fill this position but this is not recommended as the Lone Pine road crew
is not fully staffed and because of the work load and the long driving times, this position is essential to
providing timely equipment repairs, as well as assistance with equipment operating duties.

SUMMARY DISCUSSION:

The Inyo County Road Department is requesting approval to recruit and hire an Equipment Operator I/IT
position for the District 1 road crew in Bishop. This position is currently vacant and the Road Department
wishes to fill this position at this time. With winter approaching and a strong El Nino year predicted, the
Bishop Road crew will need to be fully staffed in order to have enough operators to plow snow in the case of
one or more large storm events. Even without large storm events, the Bishop road district has a lot of work to
do and a relatively small crew when fully staffed. It is essential to fill this position in order to maintain the
same level of services to residents in this area. The vacant position is included in the authorized strength and
has been included in the FY 2015/2016 budget.

ALTERNATIVES:

(1) The Board could elect not to authorize the filling of this vacant position. This is not recommended as the
filling of this position will allow the Road Department to provide the same level of road maintenance in the
District 1 area and filling this position also helps to insure that there are a sufficient number of operators to
provide snow removal services in the event of an above average winter.

Section 7 — Saltcedar Control

In 2014, work focused on eradicating saltcedar in the water-spreading
basins that lie just to the west of the Lower Owens River and
river-riparian area. These spreading basins are a concern because they
harbor mature saltcedar thickets that function as seed sources for the re-
establishment of saltcedar within the LORP riparian corridor. Program
staff cut and treated 100 acres in these spreading basins.

Surveying the river to locate and remove saltcedar is an annual and
ongoing activity by ICWD and LADWP staff. Treating saltcedar in the
LORP riparian area and especially new established plants is a priority of
the Saltcedar program. At various times during the cutting season over
the winter, crews worked along the river to treat resprouts and pull
seedlings recorded the previous summer along the 106 miles of LORP
river bank and floodplain. In addition, many mature plants that were
discovered in the process of clearing the river were also treated.

Approximately 50 piles of slash were burned during the 2014-15 field
season by the Saltcedar Program crews and CalFire. The number of piles
(50) burned during the 2014-15 field season was significantly less than
the previous year due to numerous windy days which made for unsafe
burning conditions.

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Inyo County Capital Asset Leasing Corporation
Annual Financial Report

October 13, 2015

History:
In 1990, the Inyo County Capital Asset Leasing Corporation issued

Certificates of Participation (COPs) in the total amount of $5,000,000.00 for
the primary purpose of financing a new County Jail and Juvenile Detention
Facility. In 1999, the County paid down the outstanding COP principal by
$900,000.00, and issued refunding COPs in the amount of $2,940,000.00 in
order to take advantage of lower interest rates, and thereby reduce the
County’s interest costs and annual debt (lease) payments. The County posted
Assessor’s Parcel Number 002-133-02 (new County Jail land and
improvements) as collateral on the 1999 Refunding COPs.

Cash Assets:

On February 1, 2011, the final payment on the financing for the County Jail
and Juvenile Facility was made, effectively bringing the Reserve fund to a
zero balance and closing the account. There are no cash assets.

Current Standing:

The Capital Asset Leasing Corporation currently has no issuances. The
Corporation remains in effect and positioned to provide services for any
future debt service financing the County may enter into.

Bond Rating:

Over the life of the financing, Moody’s Investor Service rated the County’s
1999 Refunding COPs at Baal. This rating has since been reaffirmed. The
County will obtain an updated financial review when it seeks any future
financing packages.
